The siate of anarchy in Mexieo Is not an in-
wpiring oxample of “liberty’s glorious feast.”
It's end will enly come with the exhaustion of
the opporing lorces, and outward indleations suvr
port the conclusion that that time will be elther
when there Is no longer any plunder worth striv-
ing for, or when no bandittl remain to fight over
tha remnants. It seems too late now for the
United States to be of any real pertice in Mex-
leo short of Intervention, so we can only Join
the president In “watehful walting,” but the
chuckling over the sitdation will hardly spread
far from the executive olfice.

The Mobility of Labor.

Al Indisnapolls President Wilson touched
lightly on one of the great problems of Ameri-
can industrial life, that of the moblility of labor.
He did not approach it from its economic slda,
but rather from its political. The development
of this country has In a great measure depended
wpon the mobllity of labor, its facility for re-
sponding to calls from remote reglons, where
important enterprises were being pushed, and
which could only be carfied on under conditlons
that have finally brought about the problem of
ciisunl émployment. This phase of the question
was used by the president as an illustration of
the posaible afficlency of a government labor
bureau, the demand for workers (n the harvest
flelds of the west Jast summer Dbeing the
ineldent,

The “manless ob' and the “'jobless man,”
are frequently widely separated and the diffi-
oulty s to get them together. Orl‘inluuoln of
skilled workers have provided for thelr own
solution, but the man without a trade Is at a
disadvantage, the ditficulties of which may only
partly be overcome throufh the agency of public
omployment buresus, whether controlled by
ttate or federal governmentis. American In-
dustry is =0 organized that seasonal employ-
ment ls really the determining factor in period.
fe unemploymont, and the congregation in the
larger cities at certain times of the year of
large numbers of idle men. Legislatlve enact-
ment or administrative interference will not
help this situation, for it is an economic and
not a political question,

With the growth of the country, and fur-
ther development of its resources and possibii-
ities will come the solution of the guestion,
More stable conditions of enterprise will bring
more permanently fixed conditions 3( employ-
ment. Untl] this polnt is reached, the readiness
of labor to move about the couniry in large
bodles &l n condition to be desired rather than
discouraged. ‘

Money Back at Work.

No better proof of the stability of Omaha's
commerceé and Industry could be had than the
showing made by the local banks of thely condi-
tion at the closo of the year., An increase of
§3,200,000 in deposits and an incroase in loans
snd dlscount of more than $800,000 within sixty
days shows that money is not belng hoarded
here, butl s golog back Into the uses of business
through the normal channels. Along with this
sign of the tmes other indications of healthy
activity point to the continued growth and pros-
perity of the city. The bullding projects for the
yoar are but one of many elements combining
to support the assertion that Omaba Is on the
up grade in business and development.
