WASHINGTON, Foh &—Defoending the
ship purchase bill Secretary MeAdoo In
an address (o the Unlted States Chanber
of Commerce, predicted the government
would not operate the ships at a loss and
continued fallure 0 make a profit
should mot deter the government from
entering the business. He poinied out
that the coast guard service saved much
life and properiy and asked If the cham-
ber was In favar of discontinuing the
service because It cost money. He In-
quired If the Panama canal was built
for prefit.

*“Where property !s put in jeopardy on
soa or otherwise’ wand Secretary Mo-
Adoo, *it i= a funotion of government
to furnish relief, Sgewhen commerce Is
in jeopardy, when frelght rates are
soaring to unreasopable bheights, 1 must
oconfess, I have no patience with the
contention that the government must sit
with manacled hands and  shackled
fekt. This In the time when we must
face the isaus. This ‘s the time for rem-
edies, for remadles are not worth a con-

tinental wunless applled at the acute
stage.’
