OFFICIALS REPORTS
OF NATIONS AT WAR

Germang Tell of Capture of Bixty-
Four Thousand Prisoners in
East Prussia,

FRENCH CAPTURE TRENCH LINE

sermany .
BERLIN, Frb, 18.=(Via Loandon)—The
official report on the progross “of the
fighting, miven out In Beriin today, says
that the Russians taken prisoner by the
Oermana in East Prussia how amount to
64,000 men,
The German army headquarters today
lssucd the following statemant:
“Um the road to Afraas and Lille, flght-
ing continuea for a small section of a
Gorman trench which the enemy entered
on February 16
"The number of Frenth prisoners taken
yesterday (o the northeast of Rhelms has
been Increased. The French losses in this
region espeacially were heavy.
“French attacks have coased In (‘ham-
pagne. To the north of Perthea fighting
continues. To the east of Perthea the
French were repulsed, suffering heavy
losses. The enemy has only in a few
Instapces advanced to  the German
tranches.
“The number of prisoners reported to
have been taken by us vesterday has
been Increased to eleven officers and 7%
soldiers.
“The enemy’'s attacks agalnst the Ger-
man positiona near Boursullles and Vau-
quois to the anst of the Argonne forest
and to the east of Verdun, fnlled com-
pletely.

“HMelght 3 and the village of Norray,
to the north of Font-A-Mousson, which
weore taken by the Germans on February
11 HAVE Deen” svacuated after the destruc-
tjon. of the French fortifications. The
onemy had made no attempt to reconquer
thede positions. .

“Otherwiss thore ls nothing important
to report on the western front.

France.

PARIE, Fob. 16-2:46 p. m.—The French
War office thia afternoon lssued a report
on the progresa of the war as fpllows.
“From the sea to Olse nothing new was
recorded last night. 1L has been con-
firmed that the succesaful surprise move-
ment which made us master of the llnes
of Gorman trenches to the north of Arras,
northwest of Rollna Court, InfNicted heavy
lossén on the enemy. We cantured a
bomb thrower and several hundred homba.
“In the valley of the Alane and in the
section of Hheims there have been artil-
lery engagements in which our balteries
had distincudy the advantage.

“In the campaign in the region of
Perthea all the territory congquered by
us yosterday and the day befare has been
rolained. Among the numerous prisoners
made by us February 14 and 17 are found
officers and men of the Sixth and Eighth
corps of the wsoctive army and of the
Eighth, Tenth and Twelfth corps of the
rsarve army. s '
*In the Argonne we have also maln-
tained the advances won in the forest of
La Grurie to the south of Fontaine Aux
Charmes. Furthermore, we have been
making progress in the vicinity of Bou-
reuilles at Hill No. ML

"Our suoccess belween the Argonne and
the Meuse reported In the offlolal com-
munications of the evening of February
17 have made us masters of a forest lo«
coted to the south of the forest of
Cheppy.

British Capitalists
Not Allowed to Buy
Bonds in ] New York

LONDON, Feb. 15.—One of the first of-
feots of the treasury regulations pro-
mulgated with the intention of keeping
British capital at home will be felt in
the field of American raliroads,

The committes of the London stock sx-
change has issued a notlce saylng that
the treasury refuses to allow British
sharoholders In the New York Central
rallroad to participate In the subscription
to the new bonds issus of 50000000, nor
will it allow dealings In these bonds on
the London exchange.

NEW YORK, Feb. 18--The action of
the British treasury In refusing to allow
Britieh competition In the new §100,000,000
New York Central bond lasue and in
keoping these bonda out of the London
exchange was anticipated by interna-
tional bankers In thie city. This action
was regarded as confirming the recent
statement of the chancellor of ths ex-
chaquer to the effect that British capital
would not participate in the capital -
sues of olher countries during the war.

Sickel testified he hnd no reason to be-
lleve any of a hundrad or more persons
who had inquired If the company wanled
to sell ships slnes the outbreak of the
war representad the United States: At
no time, he, sald,, had any Humburg-
American ships been offepred for eale.

Octobar, he wadded, ,thae
American directors had considersd sell-
ing twenty of the forty ships laid up,
but Instructions came from . Hare Ballin,
managing director of the company in
Hamburg, to withdraw all but nine out-
of-date boats.
