Free Bpecoh in Nebraska.

An effort Is belng made at Lincoln to hemper
tho right of free speech and free publication by
providing for the Issuance of an order restrain-
ing tha publication of any libelous or slanderous
matter, or matter which the complainant says Is
caleulated to Injure him ip any way, A more
pernicious attack on the fundamentals of free-
dom has never been undertaken in this state, and
we hopa never will be.

The newspapers of Nebraska are not asking
nny speclel privileges; under existing laws they
are held rigorously aecountable for their pub-
lished sxhressions, To place It within the power
of s judge to enjoin the publication of an ar-
ticle would put the newspaper at the mercy of
any adventurer, who thus could prevent ex-
posure: untll too Iate to head off his crooked
work. 1t would defeat the very ond for which
all have been siriving so earnestly, the cure of
dark-lantern avils by the Hght of publicity.

No honest man need dread a newspaper's of-
forts; the schemer in the dark Is always afrald
of what may be published. The honest man needs
no protection from a repulable newspaper; the
dishonest man deserves none. The legislature
should go mighty slow in the matier of restrict-
ing the activity of the best known medium of
publicity, the newspaper.

Democrats and Civil Bervice.

In its resoliition condemning the gross viola-
tlon of the merit system disclosed by the San
Domingo incident, the Natlonal Civll S8ervice Re-
form league endeavors to lot the president down
easy by putting the blame on the secretary of
state. Nothing is accomplished by this, for the
president and the democratic party must share
‘whatever odlum attaches so long as the obnoxi-
ous trading In appointments to reward political
favorites is tolerated and connived in.

Despite the plank writien in the Baltimore
platform, everybody knows that the democratic
party never has beoen In sincere sympathy with
the clvil service principle, and that 1t has always
looked for excuses to undeo civi] service reforms
inaugnrated by the republicans. Practically
every new office created since the re-entry of
the democrats to powes has been put on the
spoils shelt by special exemption from eclvil ser-
vice rules. Even now the democratic post-
master goneral s sald to be at work om a
scheme 1o throw rural fres delivery back in the
trough by putting it on the basls of star-route
contracts Instead of direct employment.
