Crew of Destroyed
Zeppelin Interned
on Fance Island

LONDON, Febh I8 -~Fourteen membare
of the crew of the Zeppelin dirigihle
which was destroyed by an explosion on
Fance lniand were rescusd and will be
interned by the Danish authorities, says
a dispatch from Copenhagen to Reuters
Telegram company. The Zeppelin was
eruising over the (sland with another
dirigthle when it caught fire and was
compelled to descend, landing beafore the
explogion took place

The dastroyed Zeppelin wan the 1.3 one
of the largest In comminsion. 11 was
completed In 1904 and was G0 fest long
and had a dlameter of sixty-one feet. It
war supplied with four motors with a to-
tal horsepower of 720 and had & apeed of
forty knots. Commander Pring says the
sitoation when the fire broke out was
critical. He feared ‘hat the bombm on
board the alrship would explode before
‘he rould get to the ground,

Vienna Reports
Russians Driven

VIENNA, Feb. M —(Vian London )—0f-
ficla) reports, miven out in Vienna, say
that after two days of hard fighting the
Austrinns have occeupled the town of Kao-
lomea in Gallcia.

“This success wab achleved yesterday
aftsrnoon by means of & general attack
on the Russian positions,”” the report
says. “"Wa drove the snemy In upite of
his stubborn resistance out of the lam
pusitions In froft of Koloman, thus
moaching the town at one operation. Wa
prevented the Russiens from blowing up
the bridge over the Pruth river. The
town, clear of retreating Husslans, was
oecupled by us. We captured Lo prison-
ors and meveral machine guns andl light
cannon.

“In the Carpathlan section as far as
Vynchkoff, the fighting continues wiih
great ferocity. - Four thousand additional
prisoners have bsen brought in.”
