“At present,” he sald, “the owner often
walts until the archltect has speut thous-
ands of doliars on plans bafore the hulld-
ing manager s engaged. The plahs the
manager puta forth are naturally op-
posed by the architect, snd thers W no
harmony snd no co-operation. We hope
for a largey consideration by the amrchi-
tects and owners for the opinions of the
manager.’

He spoke of the fnequality in the bur-
dens of ‘naurance In that the new fire-
proof bullding i compelled to pay high
Insuirance premiums to emrry along the

LONDON, March 6.—There has
bean little change in the military and
neval situation in the last twenty-
four hours. While the Russians con-
tinue thelr progress against the Ger-
mang in north Poland, they are, ac-
cording to thelr officlal report, pur-

suing and capturing many of the re-|

Along the western front the French are
continuing thelr attacks in Champagne
and the Argonne, but Leyond thess the
only movyment of sny consog.dence hag
been made north of Arras where the Ger-
mans succesded In capluring u newly
constructed French trench.

Having presed the (ermans back from
Prazasnyrs towards Mlawa, the Rus-
sians are now exerting thelr efforts, nnd,
acording to thelr own accounis, with suce
cess, to drive them back In the district
farther to the north from west of Kovno
1o west In Grodno, ‘and at the same thme
from In front of Lomesa. These niove-
menta If sucoessfiul might be expected to
force (ho Germans to withdraw from In
front of Ossowetz, whixn fortress they
continue to bombard with fthelr hoavy
runs.
