was made by one of the speakers that the public
schools aM not sufficiontly diligent in the teach-

I ing of American history

The public school has a great oppurtunity in
the teaching of Americao history, not to merely
Inculeats an ldoa of bhutaptlonsness, but to de
velop the deeper pitriotisin, with. the higher
motive of making bettar Americans out of the
children who are growing up. It Is not Jingo-
fgm that should be taught, but an understanding
ol our Institutioos and opportunities. Amer-
lean history involves in Ms proper study the his-
tory of all other countries, the fise and growth
of ideas of government, the evolution of social
and industrial pelation® and the political devel-
opment that has marked man's advance. It Is
not asked that the child be taken along the en-
tire route, but it should be made plain to the
voung mind that history does not conslist of a(-i
citing, and often apochryphal, tiales or battle, or
a musty sequence of dates and names, Let the
wonderfully fascinating vista be opened up be-
fore the eyee of the child, and the pursult of
further knowledge will sagerly foliow,

No greatér priviega is granted than that pos-
sassed by the public school teacher in the oppor-
tunity of shaping the patriotic Impulse of the
children of this couniry. The moré¢ American
history is understood by the individual, the bet-
ter his eltizenship,

Dilemma of Daniels.

The present status of the oase of the Prinz
Eitel Friederich s giving the secretary of the |
navy more worry than he has had at any timae
winca he changed the terminology of the tars
No doubt Mr. Danlels la eager to do the right
thing by his unbidden guest, now In snug quar-
ters at Newport News, but he does not seem to
understand exactly how far he s obligated by
the ruleg of hospitality, In Mr. Daniels’ home
state it Is not the right thing to limit the stay of
a visitor, no matter how embarrassing his pres-
ence may be to the host, but this tolerance (s
unrecognized by international law, on the strict
observance of which we are Jjust now so In-
sistent,

In the meantime, Captain Thierichens showa
some Indlination to flout the Navy department
of the United Btates. He has declared on every
opportunity his Intention of putting out to ses,
but hus not declared the length of time needed
to accomplish repairs essential to his going, 1t
is the latter neglect that has lald the caplaln
and his good ship lable to detentlon by the
United States, but the captain seems bent on
wriling a little more International law. He will
find, though, that the spirit of the American
navy has not entirely dled out under the spliten-
ing influence of grapejuice, and that the com-
manding officers of the American buttleships are
very apt to act on an understanding of Interoa-
tional law that doesn’t support his present atti-
tude.

Al any rate, it seems time that a lttle firm-
ness should qualify the assertion of American
rights, not necessarily to meet the case of the
Prinz Eitel Friederich, but that It may be gener-
slly understood that the hospltality of the
United States is not to be wantonly abused by
any.

Thelr consequent
dovelopment,- In popilation and wealth, s perhapn
ths most wonderiul lllustration of modern Amlerican
growth, It la within this area thst New Euagland s
pouring the best of her emigration, and reproducing

“Council Bluffs, on the fowa bank of the Missourl
river, opened the year 180 with 5000 inhabitanta,
having erected L300 new bulldings in 1988, while
Umaha, oppoalte, counted nearly double thut nume-
er. In both cases the rallroads center upon the bot
. tom lands, but the beautiful bluffs back and above
invite the Uving oareas of the towns Coupncll Bloffs
is almost hidden amid the folding circles of its
hille, and has the fascination of mysteries In the
distance; but Omaha stands out with bolder and
more gven front upon a grand ampthitheater over
the river. Hesldea the rallroads, these towns have
a river npavigation 2000 miles north Into Montana and
to the Hritlsh line, and 2000 miles south to New
Orlenns and the gulf,

ot mow upan the continental rallroad. For 00
miles, a stralght, level line, across the Droad i,un::.s
along the vallay of the Platte. It was but play to
bulld a rallrond here. Yot thero Is o steady ascent
of ten feot to the mie; and for the first 20 miles
the country has the exqgulsite roll and active for
Ulity of the Jowa and Minols pralries.
