Russia Is to
again become a, shipper of breadstuffs lo
(ileal Britain, and iheae shipments will
head off the wheat coming from farmers
of the I'nited Mates, and whlc.i haa al-
ready been sold 40 go abroad.

Many of those who bought wheit fu-
tures recently In the market were on the
selling side In a liberal way yesterday.
While Liverpool was hltiher. the response
to the advance on Wednesday waa feeble.
The spring wheat markets, which wuiestrong, for several days, were weak yes-
terday with sharp price loases for lh
day. One message from Minneapolis said
that farmers were not sailing wheat
lieciy on. the decline, while another re-
ported offerings as oh the increase.

Corn futures were dragged lower yes-
terday by the weakness in wheat. The
market ruled fractionally higher at one
lime during the session, but resting spots
