There waa said not to
be a slnrilo foreign country which was
not buying flour wherever round lots
could be obtained on this aide of the
wter. A nurchase by France from one
roncern alone waa listed at 100,000 barrois.

For tho first time since war was
vessel room from here to Mon-

treal was In request, and there were char-
ters for 140.000 bushels of wheat to go to
Buffalo. Meanwhile Chicago bouses
were drawing supplies chiefly from the
west nnd southwest. Northwestern re-
ports Indicated that farmers In the spring
wheat belt were holding on tightly for
still higher prices.

Speculative trade In wheat was of ma-
terially greater volume than has been the
case for weeks. One of the chief ele-
ments of activity was In the removal
of so called hedges by millers and ex-
porters. Profit taking failed to cause
any reaction of a lusting kind and there
wero but few If any operators daring
enough to attempt short sales.

Corn derived nil Its strength from
wheat. A group of big houses were con-
spicuous on the buying side and promptly
took charge of all the offerings which
were made. Export call for oats was
hardly second to that of wheat About
Mn.onn bushels of standard oats were
taken on September contracts and were
ordered cancelled for shipment from
warehouses.
