bushels and that it will be produced

The first grade prison-
ers will be the trusties andl those who are
in for the first time and ahow a dlsposi-
ilon to bhehave thamselves. They will
also be clothed in blue, But thelr suits
will ba trimmed with brald to distinguish
them from the second grade. It I8 ex-
pected thst the pardon board will join
fn the movement toward a better classifi-
cation of prisoners.
