War News Here and Abroad.

While on thes subject of complaint about al-
leged inadequate or Inaccurate war news sent
over the cables 1o America, that part of the of-
ficia]l statement glven out in Berlin the other
day by Ambassador Gerard should not escape
notice. We refer to the part in which he feels
called upon to deny g report current Lthere “that
the United States Is preparing to join the al-
lien."

It goes without saying that our ambassador
would mot deem it Incumbent upon him to en-
ter denial unless the report had become [fairly
widespread, and was being disseminated I a
way to Impress peopla that it came from au-
thoritative sources. To us over hera tha very
idea that the Germans in Berlin should be
worked up over the possibllity of the Unlited
States mixing in with their adversaries s so
prepoaterous that no intelligent person would
seriously entertain It, for it |s unthinkable that
the United States will become involved in this
war unless dragged In.

The incident, howaver, should serve as a re-
minder that the American newspaper readera,
more favored than those In any other country,
alone have all the war news available from all
sources, and no censor keeping out what is dis-
pleasing or suppreasing publications that give
the other side.

On the Wrong Tack.

Postmaster General Burleson has In mind
some littla aconomies by which he thinks he can
save $20,000,000 without impairing the service
to the public. The postmastér general's plan,
af we gather it, is to discontinde rural free de-
livery as now provided, and Lo have the work
done by contract in some fashion more or less
similar to the old star route system.

The postmasier general Is taking the wrong
tack. The people of this country who foot the
bills would like very much to save $20,000,000
A year out of the postoffice budget, but they
will hardly approve any backward step in the
conduet of the postal business. We have gotten
away as far as possible from star route methods
that were so replete with fraud and seandul,
and have proceeded on the theory that the saf-
est and surest way to handle the malls expedi-
tiously s for Uncle 8am to do it himaelf, 1t we
wern to go back to the contract system there
would ba no good reason for stopping with the
rural fres delivery when perhaps as much, or
more. money might be saved by banding the
city free dellvery over to contractors. Our just
Inaugurated parcels post might also be sublet
back to the express companles,

No, Mr, Postmaater General, the people will
welcome economlies effected through stopping
leaks or improved efficiency, but they will not
stand for the upsetting of the rural free de-
livery service, -

The Reaction Toward Business.

No wide-awake observer can have falled to
see a noticeable reaction of public oplnion in
this country toward business and industry as
volced by the demand for resirictive legislation
and punitive prosscutions. Only a little while
ag0 the atmosphere was surcharged with de-
nunieations of trusts and combines, and arralgn-
ments of unfair or lllegg! repression of eom-
petitorn. The incitement to this state of publie
mind moreover came from real evils and abuses,
the most flagrant of recent Instances being un-
coversd In the New Haven maess.

Yot to date, we have had no lmportant new
legislation almed at big business unless the re-
serve bank bill be taken ap & blow at the money
truat, but the acute complainis are plainly sub-
siding. and the disposition seems to be o give
both big and little business a chance without
much more interference unless fresh abuses
develop. Even the rallroads have had a partial
conceasion to thelr request for rate increass,
Rithough by no means freed from accountability
1o and regulation by the various state and inter-
state commissions. Our business ailments or
backwardnesa right now are ascribed to other
causes rather than fear of hostile legisiation,
| and when these troubles clear up, as they must

inevitably before long, the way should be
opened for renewed Industrial and commercial
activity at once aggressive and progressive and
as vigorous In sxpansive powers as ever.

That's the manner of man England has sent into
the field to command Its armies What might have
happened to the Hritish forces between Mons and
Complegns If "Sllent” French hkad not been in con-
trol of the situation makes grim speculation. He Is
really & most extrunordinary man, That he s in the
army at all (& an accident. His famliy's ambition
was to make him a clergyman, but that was never
realized, and he drifted into the navy. He spent four
years in the English navy and ever minte the English
navy has taunted the Engllsh army with the claim
that the best soldler It has in & saflor.

Like mo many other good soldiers, Tield Marshal
French is an Irishman, though he was born In the
English county of Kent, sixty-lwo years Ago. Hia
people were nol rich nor Influential; that Is why
voung French was Jenlgned for the ministry. Doy
and man he has been noted for the mildness of his
manners, for economy of speech and for the eoldiy
peraistent and cautious way he weént about things
He left the English navy becauss it was a quil Hfs
and got Into the cavalry branch af the army because
he liked horses, But though he has been a cavalry-
man now for forty years he has never learned to ride
a horse with distinction.

When he was 2 he was gusetted to the Fighth
Hussars, and a few weeks later to the Nineteenth.
It was in 18 that he first saw pearvice when the Hilo
expedition was sent Lo rescue Gordon. In December
of that year 110 of the flower of the Britlah army,
French among them, led by Bir Herbart Stawart, com
menced their march across the Bagoda desert, and
at Abu Klea fought the most savage and bloody bat-
tla England ever engaged Iin in Egypt After this
battle French, impeded with wstores anl wounded
marched twenty-seven milea across the desert. to Me-
tamneh on the Niln, French saw some desparale
fighting In that forlorn dash across the desert, When
the machine gun jammed In the flerce TIghL at Abu
Klea, and the British sguare was rushed by howling
dervinhes, the killing Included the hero of the ‘Ride
to Khiva,”" Colonel Burnaby, who was struck down
at French's side by a polsonous javelin.

It was during this campalgn that French made
that impresasion on General Buller which resulted jater
In his South African experiences. After his work In
Egypt French spent sorme years on the staff of the
inapector general of cavalry in India. it was here
that he made the study of cavalry which has made
him the greatest loader of cavalry allve. From India
ha was transferred toc Alderahot in England, where
he attempted to put some of hiam own original ideas
about cavalry in operation. Every new cavalry tactic
he displayed, however, was frowned upon His
superior officers consldered the yvoung enthusiast &
NHttle bit demented on the asubject of ocavalry and
finally he was recommended for retirement. That
meant dismisral from the service, and at that time
England came perilously near losing forever the man
who saved its army from annlhilation the olher day.

It waa General Buller who saved French. When
Buller was sent out to Africa to take charge of the
campalgn he Invited younsg French to joim his staff.
That was the first great opportunity that had come
to French and he made (¢t make him.

General Buller gave him ecommand of the cavalry
divislon in Natal with the rank of major general.
His first blow to the Boers was the victory of Eland-
slaghte, which desperate fOght the Tommies dubbed
“'Ell and Slaughter.” French was In  Kimberley
when the Boers first invested ths town. B8ir George
White, who knew how valuable French would be In
the field, sent him away from Kimberley on the last
train that got out A shell passed through the car-
riage In whicth Freneh was travellng, but when it
did he waa lying under & seat smoking a < 7ar.

When Lord Roberts arrived on the soens he called
on French to help lim In the rellef of Kimberley.
With 5000 men French commenced a wild ride to
asslet the Leleaisrad town. He crossed two rivers,
over parched, wateriess veldt, and then had the
crowning joy of a straight, uninterrupted run Into
Kimberlay and knowing {t was saved. Immediataly
on arrival, hawever, came the news of Cronje's flight.
Every man who was fit to ride was again In the sad-
die. and they set off on a long night gallop to clase
ane unprotected rift and head off the Boer command.
The result was the surrender at Paardeberg, which
covered French with glory. Hut there was more of it
in store for him, for he commanded the cavalry di-
viston at the capture of Blomfonteln and Pretoria, ms
well winning many other brilllant sotions during the
remainder of the war He was mentioned In dis-
patches many times and recelived the KC R and
K.CM.0G.

On returning to England he waa given command
at Aldershot, becoming In turn Neutenant meneral n
192 and full genaral at the age of . In 1911 he be-
came chief of the imperial staff and first military
member of the army councll, being made & fleld mar-
shal in MR

In March of last year when the [Nster trouble he-
rames acute, General French reaigned from the staft
rather than be involved in any confilot with his own
countrymen. And Tommy Atking who jdollsed
Prench, stood with the man who has led them out of
" many tight places.
