This will make a difference of from 75
cents to BL.T0 per barrel In favor of the
Nebraska apples, which are well known
to ba of & superior flavor, The reason
glven by Mr. Duncan why the Nebraska
Applea are not boxed s that the right
kind of help cannot at this time bo se-
cured In Nebraska for packing in boxens,
consequently only a portion of the apples
ean be boxod,

Ad a general thing the retallers prefer
the Nebraska applea and by dealing direct
with them the association will be able to
place Lhe crop of 194 without much
trouble,

In an effort batter 16 control the situm-
tion the original organisation s belng re-
constructed and undor the name aof the
Central Frult Grawers' association |s tak-
ing In more territory. This territory will
