Marvels of How the Japs
Care for Their Wounded

GROROR ERNNAN IN TEE OUTLOOX.
Minuteness of Precantionnry Mensures,

One of the most serous problems In modern war.
fare in that presented by the cfire of the wounded., In
A battls which 1asta 4 week or mors, and in which per-
hapa BOOOOK men are ergnged, the number of solfilers
whe are disabled by bullet or ghell-burst number tens
of thousandsa Every considaration of humanity and
patriotism demands that they be pleked  up at the
earliest possibis momuent, ansported 16 a place of
safety, and piven surgicnl ald; but the difffcultien In
the way ars vary sreat. and in most cases the wuffer.
ora lle on the field for hours without rellef, ilers,
agaln, the carafully thought out methods of the Jap-
anese Impreased me as superior to any of which 1
had knowledge, Every Jupanese soldler, carvies as
part of hise equipment, a first-ald package contaln-
ing aseptic compreasos of gaume, a sterilised wpafoty
pin and & tHangular bandage wrapped up in paraffined
papor and inclosed In & tightly sewn ootton-cloth
covering. He had been carefully Instructed In the
Use of thin package, and in thousands of cases men
wire able to give first-ald treatment to themselves,
At the bandaging stations back of the firing line tha
medical officers often fopnd that no change Was
needed In the dressing of o wound which had been
applied hy the soldler himeelf vr one of his comries,

Then, in every campany, thers were four speclally
trainsd soldlers whoss duty it was to look after the
wounded: every battalion bhad eight stretcher-bearers,
with & pack-horse load of litters, surgical instrumants
and medical suppliss; every regiment wis accom-
panied by #x surgeons with fiftean attendoants: snd
attached to avery division thers waa a sanitary corps
composed of nine surgoons, sixty nurses and 200
stretecher-baarars. Bo far aa I know, no organisation
an complete and efficlent aa this had ever befora
taken tha field Certainly we had nothing like it in
Cuba

Far In Advance of Us In Cuaba.

- I have mot space for anything like a fall desorip-
tion of Japaness methods In this fleld of military
work: but I must say s fow words at least about the
transportation of the wounded from the rldid to the
first-aid stations, and from the Iatter to the feld hos-
pitale. Tn Cuba wa relled upon four-wheeled ambu-
Iances, but they did not seem to me In:any way
satinfactory. When half a domen or more wounded
men wers ploked up in the jungle for transportation to
our single feld hospital, they suffered unnecessarfly
from the Inevitable jolting of a heavy vehicle over &
bad road. Most of the brooks in the vicinity of
Santlagn ware unbridged, and ran through channels
that were far below the road level, The descent to
them was often stesp, and when an ambulance pitched
suddenly down Into vne, all the wounded—men with
lacerated bodlas and shattered bones—alid down Intn
& great heap of agony ut tha front end. Then, when
tha mulen rushed At tha ascent en the other side, the
front end of the vehicle was suddenly tilted upward,
and all the men were precipitated Into & struggling
hoap at the back end. This struck me as & barbarous
way of carrying men who were desperately hurt, and

whose powers of andurnnce had been broken by long

hours of suffering on the battleflald, Whether the
Japanese had any such ambulamcss or not 1 do not
certalnly know. 1 never oame moross ohe, 1 saw
thousands of woundsd men brought back from the
front at Port Arthur, but every one, without excep-
tion, was oarried carsfully by two bearers in &
stretcher, It made no difference whether the dis-
tanes was short or long—It was often many miles—
no wotunfded man was ever put Into & wheeled vehicla
of any kind,

First Ald Equipment Most Neoossary.

It may be thought that the fighting efficiency of
our army in Cuba would have been lessensd by the
detachment of hundreds, or even acores, of combatants
to act aa stretcher-bearers; but I am of the eon-
trary opinton, The army might have been weakenal
nimerically, but It would have been strengthened
morally, hecatine every soldler in it would have fought
with more courage and confidence if ha had known
that ln cass of dlsablement he could count on spésdy
relief and the hest possible treatment. Besides that,
thets were hundreds of Cuban refugees In and about
Biboney and Dalquiri who would have been glad to
oarry streichers to earn their dally bread, and who
wore porfectly ocapable of dalng it. The trouble was
that we had prectically no stretchers. I saw & fow
in the fleld and one or two at the fleld hospital, but
no mors anywhere at any time. In the armies now
gontending in Kurops the wounded are plcked up and
earried to the collecting or first-ald stations in streteh-
ors, but are gencrally transported f(rom there io
wheelod vehicles. The roads, however, In Wwestern
Eurcpe are infinitely superior to those In wuba, and
puch gmoother than most country rosds in the United
Htlaten.

————

Foresight and Efffctency Distinetive.

The distinctive characteriatics of Japaness mothods
In the care of the wounded were foreslght and effl-
olency. Every possible contingency had been anticl-
pated, and all the prearrangements worked wmoothly,
On my way to Port Arthur 1 waa held up four or five
days at Daluny; arl as my previous connection with
the Red Cross and my experience in Cuba had given
me a keen interest in methods of caring for the
wounded, I used to go to the rallwey station about
noon every day to see the arrival of what might be
called the hospital traln from the armies of Meld
Marshal Oyama, It consisted of flat cars and common
frelght cars, and brought, on an average, from B0 1o
800 wounded men. There was always a large corps of
Red Cross and army surgeons at the station, as well
a5 an ample force of stretcher-hearers; and hot fod,
fn the shape of broth, rice, etc., had been prepared in
huge caldrona for the number of men expected. As
soon as ths train stopped, the stretcher-bearsrs bagan
bringing out all of the wounded who were unable to
walk., Every man had ready in his hand what the
British call & “speeification tally,” which contained a
description of his wound and a regord of the treat-
ment. given it since his reception in the fleld hoapital
al the front. 'The surgeona gianesd at the talliew
saked n few questions, and decided inatantly what
ahould be done. Some of the men had their wounds
redressed on the spot; some were senl to the honpitals
in Dalny for immediate pperations or emeérgency treat-
ment: while some wers regarded as strong encugh to
go directly to s howpital steamer then resdy to sall
for Japan. After examination, all were fed and fur-
nlshed, It necessary, with pipes and tobacco or ma-
terials for clgarettes. There was no unocertalnty, no
haate, no confusion, no excitement: and yet in from
thirty to forty minutes after the arrival of the traln
W te 8 wounded men had been exumined, treated,
fed and sent away in stratchers to thelr reapective
destinations. It was as impressive an exhibition of
akill, thoughtfulness and systematic efficioncy as I had
ever seen.
