menta for (ls future payment Some
counitles have rofussd Lo puy the amotint
or at least have pald little attenation to
the matier. Tha amounts dus aggre-
Entad In the principal alone to $97,008, In-
ferest on this amount In soms Instances

as more than doubled the original sum.

The countiea which have not up to date
either pald the amount in full or made
levies to cover the payment in the future
are Hurt, Boona, Gage, Stanton, Dakota
and one or two others,

takan through the courts by Douglas
county mand that county was compelled to
pay 500000 on the insane aceount.

It cannot be saild just how much Lhe
notion of the auditor will bring Into the
siate, but It should amotint well up to-
ward £00,000,

“A great misunderstanding prevalls as
to the kind of children this Institution is
capable of taking care of and educating,*
erld Mr. Abbott this morning, while walt-
ing to have a conference with the mem-
bers of tha Board of Control,

"The general (dea seems to prevall that
nona but those who are really blind and
unnble to see at all are the anes eligible
to the school. 'This s & mistake, and 1
wish there was' some way the people
could be glven to understand that we
want the childdren who are not totally
blind,” sald the superintendent

“We take In children who can see to
#ome extent, but who cannot see suffi.
Clently to read. Those who are near-
sighted to that degres that (L Is diffi-
culit to read, and those alse whose ayes
are 86 weak that they cannot read, are
Jest as oligible to the instryoction In the
nchool ap those who have never seen the
light of day."

At the present time there are fiftv.one
atudentdy In the school, and there is room
for: thirty ‘more. Last year thers were
sixty-four at the scheol, and some of
them taught the blind language who were
only partially blind.
