thelr superiority as englaes of destruetion over
the resisting power of the mowt up-to-date and
perfectly equipped permanent fortificatlons

It 1= reasonahle to assume that the fallure
of Antwerp to withstand attack succesafully
means that no fortified stronghold In the thea-
tar of wir could he expocted to hold out much
longer under simllar conditions, In  other
words, the progress of the (jermans In clearing
thelr path of obstacles, which were counted in-
asuperable, only exemplifies the comparative use-
lessness of fortresses and bastions to Inlerpose
more than a temporary check to their invasion

Aslde from s military aspect, the pitiful side
of Antwerp's hombardment s to be seen In the

| loss of life and property susiained by lis pence-
ful Inhabitants, the destruction of thelr homes
|

and the paralyzing of thelr Industries, The
tarrors of war In all (ts hideousness have been
vigited upon the women and ohlldren, the old
men, the sick and the halt, all heipless to ward
oft the affliction. .FBven those who were able
to leave the elty In time are doomed to endure
hardship nnd losg brought on them by no fault
of thelr own. Perhaps Il would have been bet-
ter (0 have surrenderad Antwerp on demand as
Hrussels was surrendered, rather than pay the
price of a futile resistance. ¥or who can say
that the fall of this beautinl Belgian city has
broukht the war appreclably nearer its end?

Menu vs. Bill-of-Fare,

From Chicago comea word of the outbreak
of a new war—a war which wa belleve will ap-
peal to popular sympathy and support—a war
on fancy foreign namesg on the menu card to
disgulse simple dishes otherwise ouslly recog-
nizable, One prominent and fashlionable hotel
restaurant Is sald to have actually broken the
fee with a bill of fare In plain English from
which what was formerly orderad as “Cannpe
Russe' In now served as “Caviar on toast,” and
what used to be “Fllet Mignon, Stanley.” an-
gwers to the eall of “tenderloin steak with
horsarndish sauce,” and so on down the lisyu

The cruclal question s, however, whether
people with plethorie pocketbooks, supporting
a pretense to.eplenrean eating, will be willing to
pay skyseraper prices for culinary concoctions
without the Imported label. To put 1t more
plainly, will a “tenderioln stenk with horserad-
Ieh satice’ extort agx much money as “Flley Mig-
non, Btanley,” although identieal in Ingredi-
ents and composed by the same kitchen artist?
Hope as we may fqr the suecessful expulsion of
the menu curd masqueraders, we must confess
to a fear that they are too strongly entrenched
to be eusily routed.

The Art of Buying.

Fvery successful merchant will emphasize
the Importance of buying as a factor ‘In his
business, All large mercantile sstablishments,
purtieulnrly the Big stores, have their genluses
and artists in buying. Without the right kind
of buving all the economy and sclence at the
command of the merchant ip disposing of hia
goods would not count for par in the year's busi-
ness.

If commercial Institutlons pursued the In-
different, haphazard methods of buying that the
average houssholder does, they would probably
goon go broke. Yet with all our talk about high
prices, wo persist in “ordering’ instead of “buy-
ing,”” ux It has besn expressed In New York,
where through what Is known as the mayor's
committee eampaign of education on "How to
buy” has been launched for the benefit ot all
the plain people. Circulars of information are
distributed in the schools, und by the children
carried Into 1,000,000 homes. These circulars
are sald to contain valuable adviee, which If
followad will help bring down many a house-
hold's expenss account. One lesson, of course,
will hurdly teach folks to adjust themselves to
the really economical way of buying, but peri-
odle hammering along this line will surely In
time produce vislble results,

Good Americanism,

“Am 1 my brother's keeper?’ certainly is
recolving an affirmative answer today by Amerl-
cans with reference to the newcomers from
forelgn lands, especially those preparing for
Amerlean cltizenship. We are no longer con-
tent to allow these sturdy folk to grope their
way through the dark and davloul’ paths of ex-
periment and experience to that goal unnided.
Ve wisely our people are alert to their own
r neibilities in the matter and are exerting
gplendid efforts to make the best Amerlcana of
all those who come to cast their lot perma-
nently among us. The mutual advantage, of
course, s obvious. .

Tn this connection it Is gratifylng to note
the additional use to be made one night a week
of our public Hbrary for the teaching of history
and ¢lvil government to prospective cltizens,
This, coming on top of such rudimentary in-
gtruction In tha English language as ia glven
through the Young Men's Christlan assoclation
educational department and the publie night

schools, is the kind of philapthropy that
appeals to practleal asnd patriotic  men
and women, It Is especially timely now to

enlarge npon this work. When we stop to think
of how many of our own native-born Amerlcans
are deficient in the knowledge of their own his-
torr and civil government, we will not become
impatient at the forelgn-born for requiring spe-
cial instruction along these lines. It is good
Americanism and desérves lo prosper.
