Town Meeting the Simplest Form,

"Tha simplified form of vollng is that of a
town mesting. and It ls from the town meeting
that all the comp/icated machinery of the pres.
et day election has been evelved. In tha old
town meeting everybody whe was eutitied o
vole, or to particlpate In the government., as-
pembled st the same Ume and ot the same
place, usunlly 1n the town hull, Every aot wan
an act of local self-government. the meoting
orgunlzed hy choosing ite own presiding officer,
mecretury, tellers, ole. In other words, the
voters of sach voting district pelected thelr own
alertlon board from among themselves, and
fquestionn and candidacien ware put and de-
elded, an a rule, by viva voos wete, or If any
doubt, by divislon. Where offlces were to be
Tilled, the man slected was often the unanimous
cholce, and seldom were there more than two
oandidatles for any one piace. In the latter
uvent, those In favor of one man would go to
one alde of the hall, and thoss In favor of his
opponent to the other wide, and be counted
There was no secrocy about It, no siates, no
hallots, no charges of frauvd, no recount And no
contests. Omly one office was filled at a time,
nnd all the voters khew the candidates, or had
them pointed aut to them. Oniy th case It was
desired to have a secret bullot were tellers ap-
pointed, when binnk pleces of paper were pasRegd
arcound, and each vaotler recorded by his own
written ballot From this form of ballot we
huve developed the sight-foot ballot of today
by multipiying elective offloss and orgunizing
numerous poiltieal parties, each feellng it in-
cumbent to have a candidate for every offlce
on the ticket and, furtharmore, by Inviting thosg
dissatinfied with the party nominations to add
wtill more candidates by petition,. Because we are
no longer able to assemble all the volers of a
town or cily in one hall at one time, to accom-
modale them, we apportion them into votlng
districts, have polle opened at deslgnated places
and kept open botween fixed hours to enabls
the volera to come and go wocording to thelr
own convenlence. ‘The election officera are no
longer chomsen by the voters from among them-
selves, but are hired for the purposs an memi-
professionalsy and after the voter deposits his
ballot he has nothing mors to do.

“Now, Im a town meoling thers was no
qusetion about ascertaining the will of the ma-
Jority, and there wan little opportunity for jug-
Kery or fravd  Put too many of our present
election laws are bullt on tha theory that all
the volers are dishonest, and therefore put the
birden of proving himself honest, and entitied
to vote, on the voter, instead of the reverse.
Objecia (o Be Kept Constantly in View.

“In substituting our more complex elaction
machinery for the simpla tgwn moeeting ldea,
we should keep two uh}ar.tn in view: First, to
facilitate the free and IntAligent exeorcise of
the suffrage; second, to protect our elections
agalnst fraud, corruption and coercion—to maka
sure that the result is the real expression of
the roal voters by a majority or plurality, as
the case may be. Does our présent ballot serve
this purpose, or has |t not become an obstacle
In the wuy of mecomplinhing these objects? 1
malntain that the long ballot tends to destroy
the free and intelllgont exercise of suffrage,
and that in 8o dolng It opena the way for fraud.
Some Factas Out of Nebraska Experienco,

“Lét me recite a few facts out of our own
Nebraaks experience. In the last primary in
this countly, to express himself on each office
of meAsure on the ballot, the voter had 1o maka
fifiy-elght croasmarks. The reason for this la
to be found in the fmot that we have InAUKu-
rated blennial elections, and this year shoved
two slections Inte one. 'We had to nominate not
only ull the candidates who would have other-
wise been nominated this year, bul aise all the
candidaten who would have been nominated
lgst yeur except for m change in the law which
added a year to the then Imcumbenta’ terms
Whai the Long Hallot Is Coming To.

"Now, al the next primary eloction In 1914,
we will have to nominate candidates not only
for all of the two-year offices nominated this
year, but alse for & lot more—for an agEregato
of ninety, if the preaent law remalins unchanged,

“This leaves out of considerstion aitogether
tha possible constitutional amendmeonta sub-
mitted by the Jegialature at the primary, and
all initintive and referendum measures which
may come up at the glection. It aleo leaves out
of consideration all posnible vacancies in offloe
and all possible new aloctive offioes which may
be oresled by the next legislature. 1 roepeat,
it J& not posaible far wny parson of average
intelligence to make upwards of ninetly croas-
marks on & primary ballot to chooss candlduies
for office on which depend the vital pollcies
and administration of the government, and do
it comscientiousiy to suit even himseif.
Guesswork Noeminations and Elections,

“What really determines the nominations to
these minor officos om which publle nttention
cannot be focused? It In the Indifference of the
voters, or the possession of & catchy name, or
uck In clinging to the coat-tails of some popular
candidats for some office thut is in lssus. A
fow yonrs ngo we hiad a primary in which the
office of listlenant governor was contestad he-
tween Lisutenant Govermor Hopewell, up for
re-elootion, and a man named Walter Johneon,
who lived in ihe remote weslern part of the
state, and, so far as anyone knew, had never
figured in republicun pelitios. On the cov
trary, ho hsd been o populist up o n fow
months before. and had praviously been & cAn-
didate for nomination on the populist ticket
Now, upder thess clrsumsiances, If anyone
should be 'ploked for a walk-away, it ahould
have beon Lieutenant Covernor Hopawell, who
was & plonesr of the state, widely known A8 A
Masonla grand master, had sat on the district
pench had served befors as lleutenant gov-
ernor, and had mads many friends, and fow,
it any, enemies Tt when the voles Wee
counted, It was discovered that in the whaole
state of Nebraska Judge Hopewsell had only
stout 1000 more votes Lhan bis unknown com-
petitor. In her words, all but 1300 voleras
marked theig ballots sutomatically sccording 1o
the doctrine of chanos, which spitt them In tWo,
and Judge Hopewell owed hia nomination to the
1100 who made thelr votes elfective.

“Amsuming that [ have proved the case agninst
the long ballot, the practioal guestion s how o
shorten It. and the answer I8 nol so easy, or,
rather, while the anewer lg eaey, ita application
I mora or leds Aifficull. There are two or
thres ways Lo shortan the ballot. The first Is
to reduen the number of alective offices; the
second 18 (o have more elections, so ne to [l
fewsr offices at each election; and the third ls
to lengthen the terms of the 4fTices ws have,
and make them overlapping. If 1 had my wiy,
I would be Inclined to use all three of thess
methoda, and this 1 the way I would deo fit,
subject, of course, to modification of Retall:
Redacing Number of Elective Offlces,

"1 would reduce tha number of state ewecu-
tive offices o thresa—governor, lleutonant gov-
ernor and rallway commissjoner—and leave all
the rest to be appointed by the governor and
confirmation by the state senatae.

1
would continue to elect the lleutanant governor
for the reason that 1 would want to make sure
of an elactive chief executive all the time.

"Next, 1 would reduce the number of leginta-
tive candidates by requiring separate districts
for ench sanntor and representative, so that no
voter would help choose mare than one senator
or more than one reprasantative.

To choose
twelve In a bunch produces miarepresantation,
The election en bhloc was Justified and retained
herstofors because members of the legislatore
ustd to chooss the United States senators, and
it was desirable to have solld delegations for
that purpose, but this reason no longer exists,
pince we have United States senafors chosen
by direct popular vote

“Then. 1 would abolish and consolidate &
number of present offices. 1 would merge, for
example, the office of county assesior, register
of deeds and county clerk., 1 would make the
county superintendant, county surveyor, and
clerk of the court appointive. 1 would abollan
the office of coroner altogether as a uasloss
graft, and devolve such of his duties as should
be onrried out on the sheriff and county
attorney.

“In one respect 1 would multiply our elections,

Making Overlapping Terms of Office.

“Another way to shorten the baliot is to make
longer and overiapping terms. We have this
already in the case of our university regents:
members of the State Rallway commission,
members of the supreme court, members of our
county board, members of the Water board and
members of the sohodl board. I would be In-
elined to npply this prinoiple at least to the
district« judges—giva them longer terms, and
vote for one-third of them at a time on the
fame plan that we vote for supreme court

- Judges, The rame might be done with our
ocounty offices, and could with advantage be
dons with the membershlp of our state senats,
making It a more permanent body than the house,

"It goes without saying that to bring about
all these changes would require constitutionsl!
amendments, as well as statulory enactments.
But with our initiative, It would not be hard to
formulate and submit the whole scheme with,
or without, the consent of the leginlature.

Lincoln, it would be likewise salutary In the
amaller towns and rural districts. A small stop
has already been taken In that direction in the
law providing for compllation of a volers mail-
ing list, to which the secretary of state s to
send coplea of the official Initiative and rofer-
endum pamphlet. Obviously, If we had state
wide registration, that malllng list would he
ready at hand; not only that, but aocurate and
up-to-date.
