These trades are those of structur-
al iron workers, plumbers. carpen-
ters, paintérs, brick masons, roofers,
plasterers, paperhangers, building ia-
borers and stoue entters.

With the exception of the first
three, the report stated, there wers
actually fewer workmen in 1920
than in 19140, and only the structural
iron workers and the plumbers in
their increase had kept pace with the
increase in the pepulation of the
country.

The report named two probabie
causes. The first was the cutting off
of immigration by the weorld war,
and later by restrictive immigration
laws. The second was the fact that
youngz Americans were not learning
these trades.

WOULD CONTROL HIGHWAYS

In one of the measures proposed
in the last day of submission of bills
in the state legislature comes one
that would make a radical departure
in ihe maintenance of the state high-
ways.
