state was cradled. In olden days it
was the custom among the gods to
make a bed among the coals of a fire,
whereon they were wont to lay their
hetter to inure them to
the hardships to be encountered lat-
er. Even so with our grandfathers,
though mortal, were tempered
heat of territorial strife, .In-
dian warfare, and pioneer hardships,
and bore the ordeal much like a sal-
amander, unscorched by the flames.

Our iealous ncighbors are reputed
t ohave said: **“Why is Nehraska? It
hegins and ends nowhere, and being
devoid anything sensational,

But we Nebraskans know better, and
if we pause a moment to polish uap
our memory, it becomes a veritable
Aladdin’s Lamp, and the genie Iin the
twinkling of an eve transports us
back some seventy-five vears, where
from a szfe vantage point we can sur-
vey the grassy prairie rippling
streams and sturdy pion s.

The vital artery of this area was
the Platte, which the Indians char-
acteristically called *“Nebrathka.”
meaning ““flat water.” Mavbe Lieut.
John C. Fremont way hack in 1842
thought them tongue-tied, because in

his account of the country, he con-
verted the double consonant into a
sibhilant “'s™ and called it the “‘Ne-

braska river.” The territory adjacent
came to be known by the same name
and 2gain our vocabulary was en-
riched by the heritage of Poor Lo.
Prior to this time the fur traders
had called it the *“Missouri Coun-
try.” or the “*Platte Country,” and
by some it was distinguished as “The
Counci! Bluffs,” deriving the name
from the shores of the Missouri ahove
the mouth of the Platte. To many it
was known as ““The Great Buffalo
Plains,” and it is to the discredit of
our forebears that they used every
mecans to virtually exterminate this
magnificent beast. In fact, the In-
dian himself was butlittle better off
in thi=s respect as both were hunted,
hounded and herded from off their
natural habitat.

Nebraska first belonged to Indiana,
later to Louisiana and finally to
Missouri. I refer to these localities in
a territorial sense. When Missouri’s
betrothal was over and she was wed-
ded to Uncle Sam around 1821, poor
Nebraska was left out in the cold
with no mother to guide her. In fact
she became a mnonentity, with no
' boundaries, no government, and in-

fested by rascals, rum selling fur
itraders who cheated the Indians
'right and left, Our government at
Washington finally sought to rectify
, matters by creating it “The Indian
: Country,” and forhid the liquor traf-
fic as well as settlement without spe-
| cial permission.

from sod, Our ecclestical brethren of
those davs were of the old school.
They believed in the Bible from cover
10 Cover.

However. it is to be helieved they
were strong in the faith of observ-
ance rather than analysis or practice,
as some of the get-rich-quick schemes
of those dayvs savored of modern
Wallingfords and “Ponzied'” finance.
Thev worked hard for a bare exist-

ence, and had but little to sell. It
was a battle for life. If only they
could attract capital; erect mills:

build raiiroads; have a bank account,
and let
they enioyed the prosperity. Now,
moneay is the solution as well as the
root of all evil. In this case, they re-
garded it as the solution—but how to
get it?

The second Ilegislature in 1856
solved this problem much as did the
man who signed a promissory note,
and exclaimed, *““Thank goodness,
ithat bill’s paid at last!”" They decided
to print bank notes, or rather per-
mit a few men (five for instance
would be enough at a time) to start
a bank and issue notes.
