In 1889, Mrs. Manchester
elected head of the Woodmen circle
al.unl hald that office uniil 19519,
when at a mecting of the Supreme
Forest convention held at Chicago
she decline to be a candidate for re-
election. She was then placed upon
important national committees, VW hile
at the head of the Woodmen cirele,
her headquarters were al Omaha.

Mrs. Manchester was always ac-
{tive in public affairs, and was es-
pecially interested in charity work.
She was associated for many vears
with Elder Howe. who had charge
of general charity work in Lincoln
before there was any charityv or-
ganizations in the eapital ecity. Dur-
ing the drouth of 1894 she was as-
sistant to Rev. Ludden, who handlad
all money and clothes sent to the
western part of the stite,

At the time Mrs. Manchester as-
sumed office in the Woodmen circle
there were 5.000 members When
she relinquighed her position in 1919
there were 236,000 members and a
benefit fund of $£5,000,000.

Was Born in Enrngland

Mrs. Manchester weg formerly
Emma B. Ashdown. She was born
at Kent, England, October 1K, 1848,
She came to America with her par-
ents when a small child and set-
tling near Rochester, N. Y. She was
married to Albert L. Maznchester ¢
Januzry 10, 1868, at Manlius, N. Y..
where they made their home until
1879, when they came to Lincoin.
