BLUFFS HOSPITAL

Well Known Former Plattsmouth
Man Dies Last Night Following
Appendicitis Operation.

It was with the feeling of deep-
est sorrow and regret that the many
friends and life long associates of
Franeis R. Ballance learned late last
night of his death which occurred
