WHEAT YIELD OVER
THE STATE VERY
DISAPPOINTING

Poorer Quality and Lighter Return
Than Anticipated—Corn Not
Injured Any as Yet.

The Nebraska wheat crop yield is
disappointing. The crop report for
the Nebraska distriet of the Burling-
ten railroad issued from the office of
General Buperintendent Lyman Wed-
nesday places the average fof this dis-
trict at 13.7 bushels per acre. This
same Teport indicates that in spite of
a lack of rain over a large part of
the eastern half of the state the corn
crop is holding its own. This is the
fertilization period for corn and is re-
garded as a critical time in the de-
velopment of the crop. The report
gays that rain is needed on the Om-
aha, Lincoln and Wymnore divisions,
but that so far no damage has been
done. -~

The estimate of the winter wheat
yield on the Omaha division is eigh-
teen bushels per acre; Lincoln, thir-
teen bushels; Wymore, thirteen bush-
els; McCook, eleven bushels.

Spring wheat was also injured by
dry weather at a critieal time and by
black rust. Black rust is charged
with causing disappointment as to
quality and vield of the winter wheat
crop in most instances, although in
this immediate locaiity the Hessian
fly is blamed for the failure.

The oats crop over the state gen-
erally is excellent and barley is also
good.

Glirls Work Long.

Inside the walls and surrounded by

mense castle, today a prison In charge
of a score of French nuns. There girls
who could not withstand the tempta-
tlon of a glittering coln or jewel work
long and late for many weary months
in an attempt to regain thelr freedom
by good conduct and hard work
QGroups sit at a long table busily sew-
ing dainty la®e on fine underwear
magde for their older and more fortu-
nate slsters outside Others bend over
& keg of potatoes or other vegetables,
buslly getting ready for meals. Others
embrolder fine garments. Others wash
clothes or dishes. For every fen sew-
ing girls there is one palr of scissors
eéarefully put away out of their reach
when work is finished, msuuily when
daylight begins to fade outside

Every day apart from other work
they have to attend classes, where the
etiquette of honorable llving Is
crammed Into thelr nervons and fear-
ful systems. After school and other
work the better-behaved girls are nl-
lowed a few minutes’ recreation fol-
lowed soon after by & hurried “dinner”
consisting of soup and a fig.

Bpeech between any of the *“In-
mwates” of the “prison™ is forbldden.
There are scores of yonng and would-
be happy giria in the home who have
not uttered a word for nearly twenty
months, They are resigned to thelr
unhappy lot and move around the es-
tablishment merely counting the davs
when they shall bhave reached the age
when freedom of speech and action
ghall have been given back to them.

Three days a week they are given !
ment. That 1s their only luxury. They
fleep in huge dormitories capable of
contalning twenty prisoners, each with-
In a cagelike apparatus wherein Is
bed, a jug of water, a comb fnd brush,
All through the long night the girls
are watched over by a non, while any
attempt to muting s quickly ro-
préssed by the muscalar arms of male |
dttendants hurriedly summoned by the
puns. Twice a month they are given o |
douche of cold water. If well bohnwrll
they recelve a certain number of good !
points at the end of thd month, and o
dertaln mnmber of good marks often
reduces their sentencdé by elghteen
months or two gears.

Hard Lot of Bad Girls.

Girls go tregted are consldered “cur
able™ The “bad characters,” usually
made up of girls who have already
passed thraugh the home, been set at
liberty and have returned there for
some new charge, are kept away in
small cells, heavily barred and locked.
Rarely do #hese unfortunuafe young-
sters, some of thgm not twenty years
old, leave those cells for months at a
time,

Although the ages of these inmates
vary from sixteen to twenty-five, it is
estimated that only about 65 per cent,
when set free, become honest and lead
a straight life, Some have been knewn
to get married in the neighborkood
and at times visit the establishment
which harbored them during the best
Fears of their youth because one day
they had stolen a few francs.

‘When their prison term is aver many
of the girls place themselves at the
disposal of the nuns who seek to find
work for them. Others go drifting
along through life and perhaps with
the sad recollection of lost joys omiy
fall deeper and deeper into crime.

HARDING FIGURE  |MAY TIE UP FIRE

TO ATTRAGT NOTICE
AMONG THOUSANDS

President Striking Personage in Any
Crowd—Loved to Have His
Friends at White House.

Washington, Aug. 2.—Massive in
frame and feature, a figure to attract
any crowd — that
was Warren G. Harding, the man,

Although slightly less than gix
feet in height, he carried his 210
pounds withont any hint of obesity
and his unusuailly broad and high
forehead and heavy, sgquare Jjaw
rounded out an impression of force
and distinetion.

Contrasting sharply with his al-
most silver-gray halr were markedly
thick, biack evebrows which almost
masked a pair of calm, gray eyves. In
repose his face took on the aspect
of severity so often seen in his pho-
tographs, but when he talked or lis-
tened the lines wera broken by a
smile that radiated cordiality.

White House Thrown Open

Mr. Harding was both a good con-
versationalist and a good listener and
he doved to rub elbows with his fel-
ijow men. His first official order was
that the gates to the White House be
thrown open and at the start he re-
ceived visitors at almost any hour of
the day. This took up so much of
his time, however, that the establish-
ment of a fixed hour for this purpose
was decided upon.

Each day after he had cleared his
desk and was ready for lunch he re-
ceived groups of visitors in the ex-
ecutive offices, shaking hands and ex-
changing a smile and a word with
each individual. White House offi-
cers estimated that an average of
1,000 persons ealled upon him dally.
He revived also the more formal
funections, such as the New Year re-
ceptions and the state and diplomatic
dinners,

Very Fond of Children

Mr. Harding was very iond of
children although he had none of his
own and Easter egg rolling on the
White House lawns was made an an-
nual event,. He and Mrs. Harding
mingled freely with the little tots
and appeared to find much enjoyment
in watching them play.

In his rest hours Mr. Harding liked
to have around him his personal
friends and intimates, in whose com-
pany he could put aside the dignity
and cares of state and ith whom
he could swap stories and reminise-
ences. It was not surprising then
that, llke Cleveland before him, he
frequently slipped away from the
White House in the evening to pay
informal calls upon former associates
in the senate and other close friends.

Golf was Mr. Harding's favorite
recreation and whenever public af-
fairs permitted he sought the iinks
of a Washington country club. His
friends of the senate frequently were
his opponents and in such matches
there always developed a keen though
friendly rivalry.

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MARSHAL'S FUNDS

Use of Them to Help Pay Salary of
Code Employes Dogsn't Appeal
to Insurance Companies

State Auditor Marsh fas decided
to pay split salaryoelaims of Gover-
nor Bryan's code loyes in accord-
iance with an opinifon from the at-
torney general, says the State Jour-
nal!, but he has been informed that
fire insurance companies propose to
jﬁle an injunetion suit to prevent the
‘payment of $80 a month to Deputy
Secretary L. B. Frye of the depart-
ment of labor out of funds derived
| from taxation for the support of the
state fire marshal's office.

The fire marshal's office, under the
ecode law. is under the department of
|trade and commerce, a department
'that also has insurance and banking
business to look after. The governor
has made the deputy secretary of
labor fire marshal. Claims are on file
ywith the auditor to pay the deputy
{secretary of labor $250 a month, Of
‘this sum, 280 is a claim against the
Iﬁre marshal’s salary and wage fund

and $170 is to come from the wage
jfund of the department of labor.
|'This plan was evolved for the pur-
pore of providing sufficient salary
Jor the secretary of the department
of labor, the legislature having made
no appropriation for the salaries of
any of the secretaries of the six code
departments.
