It is a truism among book dealers
that the bible is the best seller, but
the general public has only a faint
conception of how true this is, or
how insatiable is the demand.

Last year about 30,000,000 bibles
were printed and distributed, by vari-
ous agencies, all over the world.
Translations have been made into
practically every known 'tonguo.
from Albanian, Arabic and Bulu to
Yiddish, Zapotec and Zulu. Up to
1920, the bible had heen published
in 725 languages and dialects.

For the last two years, according
to reports of the American Bible so-
ciety, almost one-half the total out-
put of bibles supplied by that agency
has gone to the Chinese. In 19521
the Chinese took 2,362,730 volumes,
an increase of 605,111 over the pre-
ceding year. And vet the supply has
been far short of the demand, accord-
ing to the society’'s oriental agents.
The American Bible society's
budgzet each year is a little over $1,-
