The Burlington raiiroad company,
by Bryron Clark and its other attor-
neys, has joined the Northwestern
and M. & O. roads in a legal fight
against the wvaluation placed upon
railroad property by the state hoard

of taxation. The Burlington has filed |

suit in the federal court at (
asking for a temporary restra
order against the state tax commis
sjoner and county treasurers from
collecting more than 60 per cent of
the taxes levied against that rail-
road for the year 1923, city and vil-
lage taxes excepted.

The company is 3
city and village taxes in full. It
asks the court to fix the percentage
of other taxes it should pay. It asks
in the end for a permanent injunc-
tion against the collection of the tax
! based upon the present vazluation,
which was fixed by the board this
yvear at the same amount as fixed ]
| year.

It is alleged by the company that
its property is valued at 120 per cent
jof its actual value and that farm
ilands are valued at 60 per cent of
their actual value which imposes an
unjust burden upon the railroad and
is in violation of the state and fed-
eral constitutions. It is allezed ihe
state board took into consideration
credits and investments of the rail-
road which have nothing to do with
(the taxable value of the property of
‘the company.

The Burlington property in Ne-
. braska was wvalued by the board at
{$137,689,782, or $48,081 per mile.
