No President ever entered the
Shite House with such credentials
@8 Mr. Hoover's. The Republican
cendidate carried 40 of the 48 states,
He broke the solid South when Flor-
ida, North Carolina, Texas and Vir-
|'ginia renounced their party tradi-
tion. His popular vote reached the
wanprecedented total of 21,942,328,
In the electoral college he polled 444
votes against Mr. Smith's 87. View-
ed from whatever angle, the result
was unprecedented, the victor over-
wlhelming, The Man from Mars, look-
ying at the tally. would wnecessarily
;urm‘ludt- that the Republican party
embodied the bellefs and hopes and
aspirations of the American people
and the Democratic party had been
in effect, annihilated.

Yet the daministration honeyvmoon
has hardly waned before Mr. Hoover
finds his leadership gravely chalieng-
ed. The Senate’'s defiance of the
President on the issue of farm legis-
lation is but one phase of the re-
volt. The tariff bill passed by the
House is brazen viclation of the
one specific pledge which Mr. Hoo-
ver made as a candidate and reiter-
ated on his assumption of the office.
Instead of readjusiment of schedules
which experience mayv have shown to
be desirable, as entirely new revenue
measure has been framed which car-
ries protection to the edge of exclu-
sion, and which will, if it becomes a
law, impose an additional burden of
taxes on the people by increasing the
cost of living.

Certain gquestions are in order.
What does an election mean? What
does party victory mean? Does such
& thing as & political party truly
exist? Here is President Hoover, the
unparalleled choice of the people
whom a Congress dominated in both
houses by his party has refused fo
Tollow. Does the fault lie in Con-
gresas In the President? 1In the
people? Has our system of party
government actually broken down?
Iz partisanship a mere nominal relic
lof a cleavage which onece honestly
stood for deflnite political convictlons
and principles?

These questions may be variously
answered, and for the most part
ivaguely: but as to one of them there
can, iIf we are frank, be a general
agreement. The difficulties which
the President is encountering are
largely of his own making. As a
candidate Mr. Hoover disappointed
many thoughtful citizens by the
evasiveness of his utterancea. He was
wanting in both intellectual integ-
rity and moral courage. No man was
able to say, at the end of the cam-
paign, just what Mr. Hoover's pro-
gram for farm relief precisely was.
There ean be no guestion in the pub-
lic mind today that two of his con-
specuous and effective supporters,
Senators Borah and Brookhart, sin-
cerely believed that Mr. Hoover was
ready to accept the export debenture
plan, or its equivalent, in the effort
to bring agriculture to a parity with

congciously deceived them.

him on the strength of the assur-
ances given by those Senators.

Again, on the subject of prohibl-
tion Mr. Hoover's po=zition was not
understood, as certain newspapers
which earnestly advocated his slec-
tion have since confessed. As to the
tariff, as we have gaid, Mr. Hoover's
position was clearly stated, but the
men who framed the Hawley bill
either do not intend to be bound by
their candidate’s pledge, or they cynl-
cally assume that campaign promises
are designed solely to catch votes
and, having performed their function
are immediately junked.

That, we believe, is a fair diag-
nosis of the situation. Whether pres-
ent party structures must crumble
and new alignments develop accord-
ing to conflicting interests and phlil-
osophies, as many observers have
forecast, remains to be seen. DMean-
time, it may be confidently asserted
that Mr. Hoover does not command
the country's confidence, as to abll-
ity, character and high purpose.
Nevertheless, his leadership I8 being
tested —more audaciously by the
protectionists of the House, in our
opinion, than by the Iinsurgency of
the Senate, The latter, wisely or un-
wisely, is trying to keep its pledge to
the farmer. The Hawley tariff bill Is
the charge of spoilsmen. A compro-
mise on farm legislation is practi-
cable. There can be no compromise
with the rapacity of the Hawley bill,
which if enacted in its present form
and signed, will just about wreck
the administration. —8t. Louls Post-
Dispatch.
