Artist Paints
Wierd Fish at
Bot_t_c_njl of Sea

Staff Member of Field Museum,
Chicago, Works 35 Feet
Under Water

Chicago—With strangely colorful
fish swimming to within a few inches
of him, stopping to pose, and then
swimming away, Leon L. Pray. staff
artist of the Field Museum of Na-
tural Histtory, tells how he sat calm-
ly on the floor of the ocean off the
Bahamas and painted pictures which
are to form the basis for the muse-
um's newest piscatorial exhibit.

Down to the floor of the sea
through a dark tube Mr. Pray head
gone. Carefully, slowly, as if upon
an unstable ladder, he had descended.
Suddenly he emerged into globe of
light. He had reached his underseas
studia, 35 feet below the surface of
the waters that cover the coral reefs

of the Bahamas.
There. amid a scene, which he de-
gcribex as a marine fairyiand, Mr.

Prav made 60 cravon sketches of rare
fish and eight oil paintings of the
seascope.
