Plan to Erect
New Bridge at
Louisville Soon

Structure Estimate to Cost $175,-
000 to Half of Costs
Paid by Tolls

Residents of Louisville are plan-
ning to have the old time wooden
bridge that has spanned the Platte
river north of that city, replaced by
2 modern steel and concrete struc-
ture that will be adegquale to handle
the traffic and will also be able to
withstaad the foree of the water and
ice in the spring breakup of the
Platte, as the old wooden bridge has
been placed out of commission al-
most every spring when the ice moves
out of the river.

The plang for the new bridge are
being pushed by an organization to
be known as the Loulsville Bridge
Co., and the articles of lmcorporation
have been drawn for the new bridge
organization and include in the in-

corporators the fellowing: R. H.
Hagtain, president; Dr. E. H. Wort-
man, vice-persident; L. J. Mayfield,

secretary; F. H. Nichols, treasurer,
and E. G. Pautsch and H. A. Sch-
neider, the latter of Plattsmouth.

It is the intention to ereet the
bridge, charge tolls until one-half
of the cost of the $175,000 bridge
is paid for, and it f= then to be
turned over to the counties of Cass
and Sarpy to be operated as a toll
free bridge, one half of the cost of
the bridge belng paid by the state
of Nebraska.

The new bridge wiil be nearly
1,600 feot long and will have a
twenty foot roadway instead of the
narrow roadway that exists on the
present bridge. It Is the intention
to have the new bridge erected near
the site of the present bridge.

The work on the structure will
probably start the next thirty days
and it ia hoped to have the bridge
ready for use by spring and making
a modern and safe means of cross-
ing the Platte, and ias a badly needed
improvement.

Would Preserve
Historic Mission
House for Future

Oldest Building in the Stgfe at Belle-

vue Suggested to Be Pur-
chased by Children.

As one of the suggestions made as
to the preservation of historic spots
ever the state, has come one from
Mrs. Robert C. Nichels, of Bellevue,
the gwner of the land on which the
old Mission House, the oldest known
building in the state is located.

To lend interest to the state dia-
mond jubilee which is celebrated this
year there has come the suggestion
that this old mission, where the pio-
neer ministers carried the gospel and
established the first house of religious
worship in the then unknown weat,
be secured and turned over to the
state to be preserved as one of the
historic spots of Nebraska, which are
fast passing from the memory of the
present day generation.

The suggestion of the owner of the
L building is that the school children
of the state by penny donations make
up the purchase price of the old Mis-
sion House which is set at the sum
of £3,500, and that the building then
be made into a state museum where
there could be gathered many inter-
esting relice of the day when the
settlements of Nebraska were just
starting and the first traders were lo-
cating along the Missouri for the fur
trade with the Indians.

In the early days this state was
visited often by the Catholic mis-
pionaries from Canada or St. Louls
who worked among the Indians, but
the first definite mission house known
was that at Bellevue which was
lerected by one of the earliest Pres-
byterian missionaries and which has
stood all of these years since the in-
spiration came to plant here in the
west the visible slgps of the church
in their house of worship.

A great many from this city who
have visited Bellevue have had the
pleasure of vigiting thils old mission
and which is outstanding as one of
the historic landmarks of the first
settlers of Nebraska.

COMMON SENSE AND CRIME

The American people as 8 whole

may be negligent about our crime
record, but there is no dearth of sug-
gestions on the part of optimistic re-
formers.
. Possible cures include harsher and
more stringent punishments for of-
tenders, more laws to make more acts
illegal, prohibitive revolver and pistol
legislation and restrictive legislation
of 57 variteles, all injuring the law-
abiding in the “hope of curbing the
criminal.

It is all very fine, but somehow it
does not ring true. Laws which will
principally affect the good cltizen
rather than the real criminal, are
hardly a crime cure. We have had
considerable of such legislation in
the past quarter-century and all it
has done is to make more criminals.

It might be a good idea to let up
legislating agalnst law-abiding citi-
zens and direct our emnergy to sub-
dulng the murderer and thug and
thief.

The United States has the most
laws of any nation in the world and
likewise the most crime. Our judicial
procedure is the most technical and
long drawn-out. We have an_ army
of peace officers but the majority of
eriminals are never punished.

We need fewer laws but more ef-
fective ones. Our legal system re-
quires a release from red tape caused
by the delays and evasions made pos-
sible by countleas laws. The applica-
tlon of a little common sense might
do more to subdue erime than addi-
tional and dubious panaceas offered
by enthusiastic, but misled, reform-
ers.
