|evacuating British forces in Wiesbad-
en and the suburbs, These appre-
hensions were expressed today at the
offices of the German commissloner,
Baron Langworth von Simmern, who
is liaison officer between the min-
istry for the occupied area and the
inter-allied Rhineland commission.

The general impression is that the
final decision rests with the French
commander-in-chief, General Guillay-
mat, whether the remnant of the in-
ter-allied Rhineland ecommission is
to go to Wiesbaden with only the
formality of an honor guard of one
company or with the full battle
strength of a French infantry bat-
talion and a regiment of cavalry as
rumored in London reports.
