Five states of the
Union are refusing to acquiesce in
prohibition. Theyhave no enforce-
ment laws of their own and are say-

ing to the United States that if it
want3 prohibition in their borders
it will have to send its own men to
enforce it. To make the buyer
seller equally guilty would be to
other states in the category of these
five. The prohibition is already
a terrible instrument of vengeance;
it would become an infinitely greater
instrument of vengeance under such
