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Cass County
Boy Tells of
Winning Trip

Keith Althounse of Eagle Tells of His
Work in Club Activities for
Seven Years.

It was recently announced that 1
had won a trip to the eighth na-
tional 4-H boys and girls club con-
gress held in connection with the
American Royal Livestock Exposition
in Kansas City.

I won my trip for outstanding ae-
complishments in club work over a
period of seven years,

My first year in club work was in
1923. I had a Duroc Jeérsey sowand
litter for my project. At the Eagle
Junior Fair I won third on the lit-
ter, seventh on a junior boar pig and
seventh on a junior sow. 1 did not
show them at the state fair.

In 1924 I also had a Duroc Jersey
sow and litter for my project. I show-
ed at the Eagle Junior Fair again
and I won geventh in the littler, sev-
enth on junior boar pig and fifth on
a junior sow. I filled out my reports
and received an achievement certi-

fieate.
In 1925 I had a Hereford steer for

my first baby beef project. I showed |

him at the Junior Fair at Eagle and
1 won first in Hereford streer class,
first over all baby beeves, and sweep-
stakes over all. Of course I was sur-
prised because it was my first year.
I took my calf to the state fair and I
won ninth in the state. I showed him
in the class A Hereford steers. 1 sold
my calf at the state fair and my
check came to $123.73. About five
months later I was surprised to hear
that I had won a trip to the Boys
and Girls club week at the Agricul-
tural College at Lincoln, which I en-
joyed very much.

I had a sow and litter for one of my
club projects. This was the first time
I had two projects at the same time.
I showed them here at the Eagle
Junior Fair. I showed a Duroc Jer-
sey gilt which placed seventh. Duroc
Jersey boar placed eigth, and the
Duroc Jersey litter placed seventh,
My pigs were not quite good enough
to take to the state fair. Of course I
finished out all of my reports and
received the achievement certificate
which the state club office gives,

In 1926 I kept right on with my
club work. I had another Hereford
steer for my project. I showed him at
the Junior Fair where I won first in
the Hereford steer class, and second
showing for sweepstakes. I took him
to the state fair and I did not get a
placing on him, but the Hereford as-
sociation gave $56 for showing. I also
gsold him there and received $180 for
him.

I had the Duroc sow and ltter
again for my project and I received
two fifths—one on the junior boar
and the other on the gilt. I also won
third on the litter. I kept three giits
for my project the next year.

I started out in the corn club this
vear and I won about as many prizes
on the corn as I did on the baby beef
or the sow and litter, because there
were more places to enter it. I show-
ed a ten ear sample of Reid’'s yellow
dent at the Junior Fair and I got
second on it. I also entered at the
state fair which 1 received third
prize. I kept some of it for seed the
next year. I filled out all of my final
club reports and received three
achievement certificates.

The Eagle Blue Ribbon corn club
made a booth at the state fair with
which I helped. We had a good corn
club that year and we won first on
the booth.

In 1927 I was a member of the
baby beef, sow and litter, and the
Bagle Blue Ribbon corn club. I had
a Hereford steer for my project.

I showed my calf at the Eagle Ju-
nlor Pair and he placed fifth. I also
showed him at the state fair but did
not get any placings on him. I sold
him for $156.00 that year.

I showed my pigs at the Eagle
Junior Fair and I received first on
both junior boar and junior sow and
second on the litter. I showed them
at the state falr and received eith
on the gilt, fifteenth on the boar and
tenth on the little which I thought
was very good for the state.

The Eagle Aggie's had a corn show
of their own that year and 1 enter-
ed it and received fourth on ten ear
sample and fifth on single ear sample
of Reid's yellow dent. I showed it at
the Junior Fair again and received
two firsts and one sweepstake. |1
showed the corn at the state fair and
got third on it. I sent a ten ear
sample and a single ear of Reid's yel-
low dent to the International Hay

which I enjoyed. I sent another
sample of a ten ear and single ear to
Chicago but received nothing.

My new project this year was po-
tatoes. I showed them at the Junior
Fair and received first on cobblers,
sweepstakes on cobblers. I showed
Early Ohios which I got two thirds
on. I showed them at the state fair
and got second on Early Ohios and
first on cobblers.

In 1929 I waa in the Eagle Blue
Ribbon corn club, Eagle Prime Baby
Beef, and Sow and Litter project. I
had a Hereford heife rfor my project
this year and showed her at the
Eagle Junior Fair and she placed
fifth. I showed her at the state fair
but did not receive any. I sold her
for $105.25 this year. 1 recently
bought two Angus steers to start the
1930 club season.

I showed a Duroc Jersey litter and

a boar and guilt at the Junior Fair
and I received second on the board,
second on ¢champion boar, second on
guilt, and second on litter.
- I showed some Reid’s yellow dent
corn at the Eagle Junior Fair, receiv-
ing third, and when I showed at the
gstate fair I received second. I showed
a ten ear sample o fecorn at the Ne-
braska Crop Growers association at
Lineoln in Jandary and got fourth
on it.

I intend to kep on with my club
work until my age limits me, because
it helps a boy to get interested in
farming and it also shows us how to
keep farm records.

While in club work I have been
interested in judging teams. I was on
the Vocational Agriculture school
team last April and we placed tenth
in the state contest.

This fall I was on the Cass County
Livestock Judging team that placed
second, while losing only by four
points. I hope to go back next year
and win.

I also received sixteen achievement
certificates, showing that I completed
my records each year.

I have made a profit of about $600
during my seven years of c¢lub work,
and I hope every boy enjoys club
work as much as I do.

Work is Told

Mrs. John F. Sipple of Baltimore,
National Federation President
Addresses Meeting.

Norfolk—Tracing the development
of the women’s elub movement thru-
out the years, Mrs. John F. Sipple of
Baltimore, president of the genseral
federation, paid tribute to the pio-
neers of the club program and sketch-
ed a brilliant future for the years to
come, in her address to the Nebraska
federation in convention here Wed-
nesday night.

She put at rest rumors concerning
the purported dormaney of the move-
ment by telling the Nebraska women
that the influence of the federation
had made vast inroads Into hereto-
fore wuntouched American commun-
ities during the past year.

The federation president turned
back many pages of women's club his-
tory to recall for the convention, the
stirring days when the movement
gained its greatest impetus, and when
the influence of a woman’s organiza-
tion was elearly shown.

““Peace to the world, and that is
the objective of the world, can better
come thru a complete understanding
of its women,” Mrs, Sipple reflected.
The visit of Ishbel MacDonald with
her father, the premier, the national
president asserted, has stimulated
not only America and Great Britain,
but the entire world to a desire for a
better understanding.

Home Problems Alike,

*“*Our home problems,” she conclud-
ed, “are the same the world over and
when women meet to discuss these
problems they are meeting on com-
mon ground, their interests are mu-
tual and their meeting is bound to
pave the way for development and
understanding of their varied prob-
lems."”

Another officer of the general fed-
eration, Mrs. Charles Cyril Marshall
of New York, chairman of the con-
servation movement, deseribed the
work of that unit in its objective of
preserving America’s natural beauty.
