Death Marks
End of Joy Ride
by Omahans

Ralph Kuypers, 35, of Omaha, Killed
at Greenwood Early Sun-
day Morning

Death lirking at a curve in the
highway a few miles north of Green-
wood, terminated a joy ride of four
Omaha people and resulted in the
death of Ralph H. Kuypers, 35, of
the state metropolis, and the severe
injury of two women companions.

The accident oecurred when the
east and north from Lincoln crashed
east and north from Lincoln rcashed
into the side of the truck of C. A.
Eager of Louisville, resulting in the
almost complete demolishing of the
coupe and the scattering of the
wreckage of the car over a consider-
ahle distance along the roadway.
Mr. Eager had been out with his
truck load of Sunday papers taking
them into Greenwood and was coming
southwest into Greenwood when the
coupe coming from Lincoln suddenly
swung around the curve and the
driver apparently unfamiliar with
the road swung directly into the side
of the truck and with the result that
the coupe was merely a mass of
mashed up wreckage. The cab of
the coupe had apparently been torn
off by the impact and the two women
passengers and the other man had
been hurled from the car while Mr.
Kuypers, the driver, sitting on the
side that struck the truck, was in-
stantly killed, his head and face be-
ing badly cut and lacterated by the
glass and death from concussion of
the brain had been almost instant,
The injured women were taken
on into Greenwood as was also the
dead man and his companion, they
ht‘ing taken to the office of Dr. N. D.
Taleott, where the body of Mr. Kuy-
per was held pending the arrival of

Dakota Plan Out, _But Surplus te
Match the Capital Stock; In-
validity Clause Kept.

Lincoln, Neb., March 7.—Repeal
of the present bank guaranty law and
the levy of an assessment of two-
tenths of 1 per cent on the average
daily deposits of each state bank for
the next 10 years beginning January
1, 1931, were included in an agree-
ment reached late today by the joint
house and senate banking committee
in its revision of the governor's bill,
Senate File No. 3. The proceeds of
this fund, the decision provides, shall
be applied to a fund for depositors in
state banks which closed prior to De-
cember 31, 1931.

Elimination of all provisions of
the South Dakota plan was included
in the committee agreement. This
would do away with provisions re-
quiring state banks to deposit with
the state treasprer securities equal
to three-tenths of 1 per cent of their

Actions in both federal and state
courts and settlement of legal ques-
tions raised by eopponents of the
bankers’ plan loomed Thursday night
as barriers which must be hurdled to
effect financial rehabilitation of the
concerns.
