CHINA EXPORT DISCUSSION

Washington—An attempt to ascer-
tain the cause and determine a rem-
edy for the decline in exports from
the United States to China will be
begun Friday by a senate subcommit-
tee headed by Senator Pittman, Ne-
vada.

Forty witnesses have been invited

to appear, including prominent ex-
porters, transportation experts, bank-
ers and economists, The committee
will go to San Francisco for hearings
beginning Aug. 27 with later sessions
scheduled for Los Angeles, Seattle,
Salt Lake City, Reno, Denver, Spok-

ane, Akron and New York.

Julins Klein, assistant secretary of
commerce, said American exports to
China had declined by $17,000,000
for the first filve months of 1930 as
compared with the similar period last
year. He attributed the decline to
renewal of military activities, lower
world prices on many commodities

and the low price of silver.
