Cities of the Bible
III—BETHLEHEM

More pleasant memories cluster
around this city than any other. Its
former name was Ephrata, being
later changed to Bethlehem. It was
here that Jacob buried Rachel. (Gen.
25:19). It was here where the
beautiful story of Naomi and Ruth
was unfolded. 1If the reader wants
a story full of romance, loyalty and
filial devotion, let him read the book
of Ruth—only 84 verses. Boaz, the
wealthy but strietly honorable ances-
ter of our Lord, marries Ruth, and
became the grandfather of Davld.
(Ruth 4:20-21). David was born
here and grew to manhood on the
hills and in the wvalleys that sur-
rounded Bethlehem; here he herded
the sheep of his father, while he
learned to play musical instruments:
it was here he showed the courage
and daring that enabled him to slay
the lion and the bear. The beauti-
ful sentiments of the 23rd Psalm
were born on these plains. His abid-
ing confidence in Jehovah he express-
ed thus: "“Yea, in the shadow of the
wings will I make my refuge.”

To Bethlehem go Joseph and Mary,
on their weary way, to be enumerat-
ed. He, the long prophesied and hop-
ed for Messlah, the Savior of the
world, makes his appearance. The
greatest miracle the world has ever
seen and heard of has come to pass.
God is manifest in the flesh. Beth-
lehem—house of Bread—gives to the
world Jesus Christ—the bread of
life. Here the King of Glory spends
his first days on earth in a stable—
his bed, a manger. Here, by whom
all things are made, receives nourish-
ment on his mother's breast: here
the first Christmas is celebrated—
the heavenly choir singing with rap-
ture “Glory to God in the Highest.”
It was on the flelds of Bethlehem the
world heard the good news, ““Behold,
I bring you good tidings of great
joy, which shall be to all people. For
unto you ig born this day in the City
of David, a Savior, which is Christ
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the Lord.”” It was here the shep-
herds became the first preachers of
the good news. It was here that
royalty did homage to the newborn
King, when he was visited by the
wise men, who furnished the means
for the flight into Egypt, else his
poor parents would not have been
able to undertake this journey. We
do not know that Jesus ever went
back to Bethlehem.

But it has become a shrine to
which thousands have wended their
way, to behold the place where the
Savior was born.

Helen, the mother of Emperor
Constantine the Great, has erected
the church of the Nativity—over the
place where the groto has been that
housed at the time the Savior of the
world, which excells in beauty and
grandeur any church in Jerusalem.

‘We should in spirit often go to
Bethlehem and linger there and med-
ftate upon the great love of God that
gave his only son for the world's re-
demption.

“But Bethlehem (Ephrata) thou
be little among the thousands
of Judah, yet out of thee shall come
forth unto me that is to be ruler in
Israel, whose goings forth has been
of old, from Everlasting.” Mark 5:2.
