State Charges

More Numerous

Number Cared For In Institutions
Grows Year After Year—Up-
keep Not So High Now

If you are a citizen of Nebraska,
the chances are 993 to 1 that you
will never land in the penitentiary,
a hospital for insane, or other place
provided by the state for its crimin-
als and defectives.

Approximately one-half of 1 per
cent of the total population of Ne-
braska, according to the 1930 census,
is represented in the number of per-
sons confined for crimes or being
cared for as public charges in the
state's 17 penal and other institu-
tions.

The average count of inmates in
these establishments during the fis-
czl year ended June 30, last, which
constituted the first half of the
state’s fiscal blennium, stood at 6,-
692. This was an increase of 215, or
a little more than 3 per cent, over
the preceding annum.

Nine institutions experienced an
increase in their inmate population
within the year, while seven had a
;!r-cline. and one neither gained nor
(£ I8

Executive staffs and employes of
ihe institutions made up an average
total of 995 persons, in additien to
the wards and prisoners. Counting
them in, the aggregate population
of all the 17 places was 7,6587.

Most Inmates At Hastings.
Taking the inmates alone the most
populous institution was the hospi-
tal for insane at Hastings, that had
1,381. The Lincoln insane hospital

Low Prices Cut Per Capita Cost.

For all the institutions together it
cost the state an average of $£25.48
per inmate to feed, shelter and eare
for its charges during the month of
June, 1930. This was a eglight in-
crease from $£25.10 per copita in the
sa.ne month of 1929, but a decided
reduction from several previous
years. In June, 1923, the per capita
outlay was $31.77; in 1925, it was
232.64; and in 1027 it stood at
$34.87.

The

iower costs for the last two
vears reflect the marked decline
which has taken place in prices of
footstuffs, clothing, and other mer-
chandise needed to supply the insti-
tutions. In some cases, a consider-
able increase in population has also
helped to bring down the cost per
leapita, with overhead expenses re-
maining about the same.

How the institution population as
a4 whole has been growing is shown
by these figures on average num-

Expense Per Inmate Varies.

i Generally speaking, those institu-
tions with the largest population ex-
hibit the lowest per capita cost
rates. Most of these have consider-
able farm acreage and produce 2

The Hastings state hospital scored
the best mark for the last fiseal year
with £17.06 as it cost per inmate,
compared with $20.17 seven years
igo. Beatrice got through on $17.86
for each inma¥té, but this was an in-
crease from $15.87 in 1923.

Register More
Motor Vehicles

Greater Number in State but Produce
Less Revenue—Change in
Law Cuts Fees

While the mid-year report of mo-

tor vehicle registrations for 1930,
made public Saturday by Mrs. M.
Tracy, chief of the state registra-

tion bureau, shows a rather marked
increase in passenger ecars, trucks,
and transfers as compared with the
mid-year report of last year, the to-
tal fee receipts show a reduction of
$120,194.

This reducticn in receipts is due
tn the change made by the last ses-
gion of the legislature, which divid-
¢d passenger cars into two classes
for registration purpose. Automobiles
weighing less than 2,700 pounds now
require a fee of $8, while those that
weigh more than that amount re-
quire a fee of $12. Previously there
had been a graduated scale of fees
based on weights.

Total Is 447,117.

The total regi=trations for all ve-
hicles up to July 1 of this year w:
447,117 as compared with 393, .:57
last year. If registrations continue
during the latter six months of the
yvear in proportion with that period
last year, the final figure for the year
will approach 600,000. The total for
1929 was 546,,358. The total fee re-
ceipts for 1929 were $£4,289,968.44.
