Investigators for the committee
were ordered by Senator Nye (R.),
North Dakota, chairman, to learn
whether a $500 bond used to help
Groecer Norris eame from the huge
snpply of Liberty honds purchased
by the Continentzl Trading Co.

Notice is hereby given that the
Legislature of Nebraska by a three-
fifths vote of the members elected
to each house has submitted to tha
electors of the state for approval
or rejection at the general election
to be held November 4, 1930, a pro-
posal to amend Section 3 of Artlc.le
XIII of the Constitution of Ne-
braska, to read as follows:

“The credit of the state shall
never be given or loaned in aid
of any individual, association, or
