Revenue in Southwest—
i Trunk Lines Gain

Washington, D. C.. Nov. 24.—The |

division of freight rates among rail-
roads in the southwestern and the
western terrvitory ordered by the in-
tersiante commerce commission in
1828 was sustained today by the su-
preme court

Ir a case brought -by the Beau-
mont, Sour Lake & . Western and
other southwestern raimroads, the
court analyvzed at length the wvari-

cus contentions ndvanced by those
railroads fer attacking the order and
found that none of them required it
he set aside,

Pointing out that 12 western
trunk lines and 32 southwestern car-
riers were pariies to the lavestiga-
tion econducted by the commission,
the court held that it was not neces-
sary for the commission to pass on
rate separately between each
connecting carrier.

It held the investigation had been
sufficiently thorough. The commis-
sion found that the western trunk
lines were entitied to a larger share
in the division of rates.

It was estimated the order would
their receipts from such
traffic approximately three million
dollars annually. No merit was
found in the contention of the south-
western roads that the order was de-
fective because based upon average

jconditions in the group.
