Nebraska Teachers’ Head Says Un-
| just Burden on ‘“Poor” Districts
—Talk Retirement Fund

Nebraska school children and their
parents are suffering because of a
“taxation system which unjustly dis-
tributes the buriden to certain people
and grants entire freedom to others
more capable of paying,”” H. B. Simon
of Norfolk, president of the Nebras-
ka State Teachers’ association, said
in his address at the annual delegate
assembly in the Fontenelle at Omaha.
Two hundred school leaders, includ-
ing 129 delegates from the six asso-
ciation districts, attended.

Some typical school distriets, he
|asserted, must make a tax levy from
10 to 20 times as much as other dis-
tricts in order to secure the money
reguired to maintain the minimum
school program.

It is the rural child of Nebraska
he said, who is largely the victim
educationally.

“Tax Burden Uneven.”

“Because the tax burden is unjust-
ly distributed,”” he continued, *"soine
taxpayers are led to regard them-
selves the innocent vietims of ruth-
Iless exploitation at the hands of the
| professional educators. The publie
|needs to be informed of the truth of
the matter. The problem itself can
be solved only by the state as a
whole. Local communities are pow-
erless.”
|  The only solution in sight, accord-
|ing to Mr. S8imdn, is “to continue our
drive and request the state legislature
for a tax commission to provide an
|adequate solution. I believe that no
benefit aceruing to the people as a

|whole is greater than that of giving |

As a consequence of this de-
ficiency, there is a sacrifice of the
health and lives and material re-
sources of many persons every year
—a sacrifice which » needleas be-
cause preventable, and preventable
by measures readily within our
means and demonstrated to be in
the highest sense economical. The
gituation is practical and urgent. It
should be dealt with cogently, con-
structively and promptly.”

Here is statement of fact from a
most trustworthy source. It is dis-
tressing information to a people
which prides itseif upon its enlight-
tenment and progress. There has
been progress, to be sure: but it
needs to be speeded up, and that can’
only be done as the crying need for
rural health service causes our dis-
tress to be translated into action
through public will and support. The
fleld of public health in the United
States has been only lightly “scratch-
ed” when less than one-quarter of
the population enjoys adequate health

service.
