Here is a household art that tends
to keep the men at home. The brew-
ing of the family beer is a task that
appeals to the man of the family. He
is no longer a stranger to the Kitch-
en, or the kitchenette, as the case
may be. He may never have learned
to cook a steak or an omlet, but his
technique in apportioning the syrup
and the water approaches perfection,
and he is versed in the temperatures
to be maintained while the brew is
“working.”
