Against Seymour,
‘Grocer’ Norris

| Special Federal Grand Jury at Lin-
coln Returns Indictments; Grew
Out of Nye Testimony.

Lincoln, Neb., Jan. 23.—Vic¢tor
|Seymour and Grocer George W. Nor-
'ris of Broken Bow, Neb., were in-
dicted here today on charges of per-
{jury, by a special federal grand jury
'which had been in session since Mou-
day. The indictments are based on
|their testimony before the Nye sena-
torial investigating committee.

Sevmour, former republican leader
of Nebraska and for a time last sum-
mer manager of the western head-
quarters of the republican party at
Denver, faces eight counts,

Grocer Neorris, whoe filed as an op-
ponent of Senator George W. Norris
for the republican senatorial nomin-
ation but who withdrew before the
primaries, was indicted om two
counts.

Sevmour testified before the grand
jury Wednesday, and iz now in Lin-
coln. His arrest was ordered. Norris
is now a resident of Enid, Okla., and
vdid not appear belore the jury. Wil-
liam E. Shuman of North Platte, Nor-
ris' attorney, said Norris would ap-
pear in Lincoln Monday to answer to
the indictment.

Based on Testimony.

The counts against Seymour are
based on the following statements
to the Nye committee, while i1 was|
probing expenditures in the Nebras-
ka senatorial campaign last summer;

1-—That he had no contact
with the senatorial campaign in

Nebraska.

2-——That bhe learned only
through the newspapers that
money was available for use in
the eampaign. that he had seen
no evidence of money, and that
no money or eredit had been

his disposal.
3—That he had no knowledge
of contributions made for or
a inst the candidacy of any one
candidate for senator,
4-—That he had no part in en-
couraging Groecer Norris to en-
ter the campalgn.
5—That he had neo inform-
ation as to who did occasion the
candidaecy of Grocer Norris.
6—That he tock part in no
conferences relating to any po-
| litical situation in Nebraska, in-
cluding the candidacies for sen-
ator.
7—That he did not know of
the candidacy of Grocer Norris
| until ke saw the filing an-
nouncement in the newspapers.
8S—That he did mnot partici-
pate in, or have any bpersonal
knowledge of Grocer Norris
candidacy. :
“Received No Money.”
The indiciments of Norris were
based on the following statements be-
fore Nye:
1—That he received no money
or assurance of money or other
support for becoming a candi-
date for senator, and that he had
personally writiten the state-
ment explaining the candidacy,
published on July S.
2—That he was a candidate

the Norris document covers 25 pages,

Steno Testified.

Esther Alton, former stenog-
for Seymour, whose testimony
Nyve committee caused a
sensation, iold her account to
the grana jury. It was her account
of negotiations between Seymour and
Norris prior to Norris' filing—an
account which was later substantiated
by other witnesses—which ied to the
filing of the perjury charges.

After Miss Alton appeared before
the Nye probers, Paul Johnson, Brok-
on Bow attorney, who had advised
"Grocer Norris, said that he had re-
reived $50 from Seymour to pay Nor-
ris’ filing fee. and that he had re-
ceived 2 five hundred-dollar bond for
campaign expenses, which he believ-
ed alzo came from Seymour.
