They
point out that although there are
some extensive fills to be made they
may be rolled and hence paved the
same year they are graded.

Plans for construction of the high-
way north call for an overhead cross-
ing over the Missouri Pacific right-
of-way at the Mullis corner, eliminat-
ing the only railroad crossing on the
proposed route from Nebraska City
to Union.

Detour discussions also are both-
ering engineers studying projects
north of Plattsmouth. How to pave
the highway leading to the Platte
river bridge and eliminate a detour
to the nearest crossing at Louisville
is one of their problems.
