Lincoln Sought

Information as to

‘Two Letters That He Wrote to
Colomon Lincoln Are
Made Public

|' New York. Feb. 12.-——An attempt
by Abraham Lincoln te trace his an-
jeestry is revealed in two letters to
Solomon Lineoln, whose identity is
not known, that have just been mads
public here by Dr. A. §. W. Roffsen-

bach, bibliophile.

The letiers were written by Lin-
coln in W; .ﬂh:ngrnn_ in March, 1848,
the vear in which he, as Representa-
tive from IHlinoie in the Thirtieth
Congress, made his speech favoring
the nomination by the Whigs of
| Zachary Taylor for President.

Apparently these letters were in-
stigated by & recuest from Solomon
Lincoln for information tlm! might
throw light on his own forbears.

‘David L. noa:u._—mw York Man,

Makes Four Definite Propos-

als for Changes 3

New York, Feb. 11.—Out of a deal |
of vague talk about the revision of |

the Federal anti-trust laws has come |
a nrogram that is today anrnc-ring‘
much consideration by the New York
bar. Tt emanates from a man known
in legal cirecles here as an authority
on laws governing trade combina-
tions, David L. Podell, one-time spe-
cial government eounsel in the prose-
cution of violations of the Sherman
Anti-Trust Act.

Mr. Podell’s plan,
definite suggestions,
