Use of Brush Dams.

Brush dams are best adapted to
ditches ranging from two to seven
feet in depth, These are the ditches
that eannot be crossed with the field
machinery and can be easily controll-
ed by the use of brush dams. Now is
an ideal time to do this work before
the heavy rains come.

The effectiveness of brush dams
for diteh control depends upon the
number of places they are used in a
zingle ditch. A few isolated dams
placed in a long gulley will prove of
very little value. When used in series
it is possible to fill an entire dltch
at one time.

In doing this the brush should be
compacted as much as possihie and
wired secemely to every post.

A few bales of eoarse straw or lit-
ter is then thrown in above the dam
and worked into the butt ends of the
brush with fork handle, When the
water comes down it will rise to
the center of the dam and flow aver,
