Loulisville people are endeavoring to
discourage the use of the lake by
bathing parties, especially those who
unfamiliar with the lake and its
depth, for it has a great many of
the deep holes where the inexper-
lenced swimmer would have a poor
opportunity of getting out of the
deen wiaters.
