EXTEND mmm LOAN TIME

Washington— 'l‘he time limit for
making applications for drouth loans
in North Dakota and Montana ex-
tended by the agriculture depart-
ment from Aug. 1 to Aug. 15.

George L. Hoffman, director of
the seed loan office, said unusually
high temperatures during the last
two weeks indicated that a larger
number of farmers will need help
than was at first anticipated. The
loans are for the purchase of feed
for livestock in those areas where

drouth has destroyed grains and
pastures.
More than 700 loans, practically

all of them in North Dakota, have
been made since the loans were re-
opened July 1. They total approx-
imately £80,000. The seed loan office
is considering a request from South
Dakota that the loans be reopened
there for the purchase of livestock
feed because of the grasshopper in-
vasion.
