In the same way. altho stem rust
develops best in warm moist wea-
ther, there would never he any rust
if the rust spores were nol previous-
v carried into the grain field with
the wind. It is possible dor a single
common barberry bush to off
millions of these rust spores to the
winds within a comparatively short
