Acts 18:1-11,

¥aul, this untiring worker, when
foreed to leave Berea, headed for the
biz eliv. the center of culture and
phi'vsophy, Athens. Their learning
and relizion was expressed in that
majestic structure, the Parthenon, on
the Aeropolis, where their philosophy
was thought by wmen of mighty in-
tellects. Heroes and leaders in var-
fous branches of learning abounded
among the Athenians. Greek religion
was expreszed in multitudes of statues
of Gods and Godesses thal were every-
where through the city. What mes-

. sage had Paul, if any, for such a
piace? Would he régard the city as
hopeless or himself as too lnel!ieient
to make his usual approach?

Paul had confidence in God, and ne
situation was beyvond the power of
the Almighty. He visits the synagog
and finds Jews and devout persons,
with whom he reasoned. Here he was
met with Eplcureans, people devoted
to the pleasures of the tables, and
Stoics, whose teaching was to be in-
different to pleasure or pain, discipies
«f the Greek philosopher, Zeno. These
reople took Paul and brought him to
the Areopagus. Then Paul stoed in
the midst of Mars hill and preached
that memorable sermon from the in-
s« ription on the altar: “To the Un-
known God.” Read the sermon (Acts
17:22-31). The result was that
Dicoysius and a woman named Da-
maris, were convérted, along with
cthers who are not named.

This was not a fertile field and
IPaul departed and came to Corinth.
This eity was a great melting pot. It
was on the cross roads of travel. W.
B Wright delcﬂbel the city at that
time in this way: “Immoralities of all
sorts wererampant.” There weremore
than a thousand
