Believe Slaying
of Recluse Work

Are Concerned—Clothing Al-
most Torn Off in Struggle

The slaying of Marcus T. Upjohn,
68, Sarpy county recluse, remains a
mystery as far as the officers are
concerned, with Sheriffl Mundell of
Sarpy county of the opinion that the
erime was the work of some hobo
who sought to rob the aged man. The
hut where Mr, Upjohn resided is lo-
cated a short way from the railroad
tracks and many hoboes have been
seen in the neighborhood as well as
hitch hikers seeking rides in autos
or trucks.

The two rcoms of the hut had been
‘thoroughly searched as if the in-
truder was seeking money or valu-
ables. The hody of the murdered man
was beaten badly and his clothing
was almost torn off, either in a death
struggle with the murderer or in
the search of the person of the aged
man for money or valuables.

The farm on which Mr. Upjohn
was murdered is a part of the Upjohn
land holdings which the family se-
cured in the fifties and early sixties.
The murdered man was born on the
farm where he was killed.
The body was found about 10
o'clock Monday morning by W. H.
Upjohn, a nephew., who lives across
the road. He noticed last Wednes-
day that the door of the shack was
open and decided Monday to investi-
gale.
The old man's body lay on the floor
behind the stove The bloody spade
was underneath the body and a one
by four piece of lumber, also slightly
bloody, was [found nearby. ;
The room was piled high with
rags, string, empty tin ecans and oth-
