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Skipper of President Roosevelt, Who Saved Reichers, Has Brilliant Record of Seca
Rescues. Honored by Many Nations.

The recent rescue of Lov Rcichers, forced down at sea off the Irish Conzt while attempting a flipht from
Newark, N. J., to Paris, by Captain George Fried, ef the Prezident Roorevall, adds «
crown earned by the heroic skipper for a record of life-saving that is probably unmatched in the history of
the sez. Fried makes a habit of being on the spot just at the moment w
1926, Fried won international fame by his rescue of the entire crew of the British freishier Antinoe, during
a raging gale in the North Atlantic. For that feat of mercy, Fried was decorated by King Georse of Ex
land, thanked by President Coolidge and roceived the acclaim of the entire world. Again in 1929, Fried
crashed into the limelizht when he racad th-ough a terrific storm for 350 miles to the assistonce of the
Italizn freighter, Florida, foundering 700 miles off the Virginia Capes. First Ofiicer Harry Manaing was
highly praised by Fried for that epicode, which resulted in the rescue of 32 officer: and crow of the doo=ed
ship. Premier Benito Mussolini of Italy was amongst the thousands from all over the world that caliled
their appreciation of Fried and Manningz. The number of times that Captain Fried has performed rsinor
works of mercy at sea are legion, but without those, his epics of the Antinoe and Florida coustitute a record
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of which the gallant kuight of Neptune might be justly procd.
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
