Garner Relief
Bill is Passed
by the House

Ten Democrats Bolt Party Caucus on
the Final Vote—Nebraskans

Among Bolters.

Washington, June 7.—Quickly
overriding a republican attempt to
obtain sanction of President Hoover's
relief program, the democratic house
today approved the $2,300,000,000
Garner plan for helping the unem-
ployed.

Bound by the caucus rule and aid-
ed by insurgent republicans, the dem-
ocrats sent the speaker's bill intact
to the senate by a vote of 216 Lo
182.

Action came aiter a
Representative Hawley
to send the bill back to the
tee with instructions to adopt the
administration proposals was defeutl-
ed, 218 to 183.

Ten democrats bolted
on the final vote while 21 republic-
ans the lone farmer-laborite—Rkvale
(Minn.)—cast their votes for the
Garner program. An omnibus amend-
ment proposed by Majority Leader
Raineyv to perfect the measure and
permit the Reconstruction Finance
corporation to lend funds to corpor-
ate bedies for the erection of dwell-
ings was approved.
