The county court was busy Sat-
urday with the hearing of the case
of the State of Nebraska vs. Wil-
liam Shea, charged with illegal trans-
portation of liguor and in which ac-
tion the Whippet coupe of Mr. Shea,
was also impounded.

The case cates back to July 29th
when the ear of Mr. Shea was taken
by Chief of Police Joe Libershal and
has since been in the custody of the
pollee until later turned over 1o the
custody of Sheriff Ed W. Thimgan.
