CLAD ARMY 18 IADEQUATE

Berlin.—Relichswehr troops ‘“de-
fending™ Berlin with the arms allow-
ed by the Verszailles treaty broke and
fell back before an invasion from the
east and the “enemy’ swept thru to
the capital. This was the final stage
of the reichswehr maneuvers. It was
intended to demonstrate the truth of
Germany's contention that her de-
fenses against possible invasion from
the Polish gide are inadequate. Pres-
ident Von Hindenburg, cheered by
the troops, drove up from Berlin very
early in the morning to watch the
maneuvers and give his professional
verdict. He waited until the mock
battle was over, but the customary
parade and review were omlitted for
reasons of economy,

Regarding this as an opportune
time for their action, the Bavarian
Veterans league prezented a petition
to the minister of the interlor ask-
ing that he authorize a plebiseite in
which the people might vote on the
question of rebuilding the German
army on a basis of compulsory mili-
tary service.
